Kitchen Floors.
Good white plno flooring of four or

five inch stuff, tougucd and grooved nml
thoroughly seasoned, is very good. This'
may also he laid with painted jolnts.nml
thus made nearly or quilo watcrand air-
tight. It Is far more, convenient to have
It primed with a good lining coat, after
touching the knots over with shellac
varnish, and painted. Old, floors that
have hecome discolored, can tho stained'
to a darker shade of tho samo kind of
wood, or painted with two coats of good
Whlto lead and linseed oil, tinted ns piay.
he most agreeable to tho. eye, and most;
convenient. Tho best plan. Is, to paint
Btich floors with half boiled and half raw1

oil, using "drier" as may bq, necessary,"
and to leave the rooms unused as long
as poislhle,to allow the paint to become
thoroughly dry and hard. This can he
done before tho houso Is occupied, If
newly built, or during tho absence of
the family, or when other parts of the
house can be used, and tho painted floors
left for a week, at least, nml as much
longer as possible, and not stepped upon.

As to color, some persons prefer
yellow, shading to huff of various tints,
others black-waln- color.or Indian red.
The common soil of the vicinity often
giyes a very useful suggestion1 as to the
color, and If this Is too pale and lhjlit,llii
tlnt of tho samo soil when' inolstened,
may commend itself. '

A floor well painted of a bright.chder-fu- l,

warm color, Is comfortable; without
or carpet, yet thes'p;'wlll.be

found to add greatly to looks' and lo
comfoit. A piece of of small,
bright pattern may well be lalddu'frmil
of tho sink, or of tho table, where, dishes
arc washed, If there bono sink, wherever
much wear comes, and another near the
stove. To prevent tho corners from
turning up, a strip of sheet zinc may be
slipped over each ond, and livetcd,
Besides these, a carpet rug may be pro
y!U'd for the middle of tho floor. This
rug can he taken up, shaken out every
day, or whipped, and laid down when
tho principal work of the day Is over.
Thus the kitchen will, with very Jlttlc
trpuble, look as well as many people's
parlors, and will become, the pride of
those who occupy it ns a work-roo-

dlnlug-room,nn- d sitting-roo- It will bo

less dlfllcult for the housf keeper to have
her tins and coppers kept bright, the
stove always and every-

Why Seeds ipg Them.
Tho proper keeping of seeds,has much

to do with their germination. Willie
there are many seeds of perennials, that
should lie sown as soon as ripe, it is
different with annuals and biennials.
The carrot, parsnip and most other
garden vegetables, are in an unnatural
condition. Cultivation has caused these
to produce roots many times larger, and
much more succulent than in their wild
state. The seeds of these, when self- -
sown as foon asrlpc.proiluco degenerate
plants, which have reverted ti) the
natural state, and are no longer useful.
In the experiments of l'rof. lluckman.
and M. Vihnorln, on tho Improvement
of tlio carrot, radish, etc., from tlio
degenerate forms, known as weeds, It
was found that keeping the seeds dry
luring the winter, and sowing them In

spring, was an Important agent In restor
ing theso plants to their useful condi-
tion, ltest, suspended growth for a
time, has an Important influence, In
keeping such plants In the artificial con
Ultion produced by cultivation. The
manner In which seeds are kept during
tho winter, has much lo do with theft
value at sowing time. We sbotild keep
in mind the fact, that seeds are not a
collection of fragments, of vegetable
matter, like a lot of shoe pegs. They
really contain living plants living,
but In a stale of suspended animation
dormant.

Seeds kept in closely stopped bottles
often fail. The ordinary ' method of
keeping them in paper bags, '

for small
quantities, and In sacks of coarso fabric
for.largo ones, is found to bo the best,
as It M'curos dryness, and pot entirely,
exclude the .;ilr,. The exposure to p!
