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Eby en Water and Apples.

A rural friend who has paid some atten-
tion to the pomology of our couutry dis-
sents from )f: S. P. Eby’s hypothesis in
relation to the cause of the alleged dimi-
pution of rains and the deterioration of the
apple product of this country, as briefly
summed up in Monday's Tribune. Jere-
miah-like, he seoms to weep over the fail-
ure of the apple crop and the water supply.
To this exception is taken and so far as
the apple product goes it is vastly greater
ml“:euer in_quality than that of forty

ago. Hundreds of valuable sorts
originated long after 1840. The export of
m from the seaports to England and
pe is now equal to, if not more than

a thousand fold beyond, the production of
forty years back. Splendid well-trained
orchards are mow in full bearing where
none existed at that time, and varicties
that the men of 1849 not only knew mnoth-
ing of and it would seemeare incapable of
appreciating, if we judge of their attain-
ments by their wail against the present
time, as behind the days of yore. If Mr.
Eby would inspect some old—say fifty or
sixty years old—orchard in this country,
with trees hollow, full of brushy shoots,
very late, and fruit utterly useless, and
then inspect some recent orchards, jpelud-
ing new varieties and trees in “shape,” he
might take a step forward and conclude
that the apple has not yet gone to the
“ demnition bow wows,”’ aud that this
beating ohildren with the bones of their
fathers was not, to say the least, a sound,
practical way to treat that valuable fruit,
In reference to the water supply, if he is
old enough to cestify to events as far back
as 1840, he may remember thatin 1839,the
Busquehanna river was almost as dry as a
turnpike road, and then for a period cf
years much better fed by the mountain
streame. Does he not remember that

those extremes move in cycles of years |

just as the extremes of cold and heat
do, and the chopping away of some trees
is wholly inadequate to produce the ef-
fect ? The causo ol those eycles we do not
pretend to give. We do belicve that they
exist and always have. The people that
settle on our western prairies all dread

hty summers, for with them come
the locust. Ail are fully impressed with
the belief that as fast as the prairies are
broken up and cultivation begins, they
have more summer showers and less dread
of water famine. Every man Lbelicves in
this theory.

Now, the vor populi should decide
against Mr. Eby’s theory. He maintains
that cutting down trees and cultivating
the land dimiunishes the rainfall. Both
cannot be right.
cited, and he must be in error. There is
practical observation and admitted results
against theory. Mr. EbLy should take a
more hopeful and enconraging view, and
help to introduee more and more good
plowing and skillfull agriculture, and
more new, geod rorts of fruits, and by all
means learn how to make an orchard ex-
coed the qualities of these of the days of
yore.

Now, in pears of all kinds named as
their best are well-known to our cultiva-
tore, and although we would not put them
in the same order as resulted from this
German inquiry, some American cultiva.
tors, it is not at all impossible, would
make some such list. First and foremost
they have the Beurre Diel, which would
bave suited a large number of Americaus
some years ago, before it took to shedding
its leaves early in antumn before the frait
was quite ripe, alter which it never comes
to its best flavor; and bafore it took to
cracking in some few locations. The
White Doyenne, however, had just as
many votes as the Deurre Diel, and this
also our people wonld have agreed to years
ago. The Doyenne Gris. still a popular
pear, comes next:; and then the Beurre
de Capiamont, which, though well-
known to many of our pear-
growers is scarcely popul:r, bhecause
its flaver isnot equal to its wonderfully
prolific character, though this very fact of
its enormous bearing is probably the
cause—a eause which judicioue thinning
might remedy. Napoleon stands fifth ;
bat in this ease Americans have nothing to
say, for although it is remarkably healthy
and productive and of fine quality if caten
aday or two after maturing, there are
none left after a week or so is rone. The
next one is Williamns' Bon Chretien, or as
wo say, Bartlett ; and then comes Marie
Louise, which like Napoleon ripens too
fast for us to make anything out of. Fi-
nally the two last on the list we find to be
Beurre Clairgeau and Beurre d'Harden-
pont well known to Americans as  excel-
lent pears in some localities,

Of course our order of excellence would
be very differcnt from this; but still as
compared with the apple, it is remarkable
to find all well-known kinds to us and
kinds which we find so often in our gar-
dens, to be the leading ones in the German
