The Turnip Crep.

turnip crop.
but it is not too early to set apart the held
intended for the erop. 'l‘ha‘ varieties gen-
erally sown are the Early Flat Dutch, the
Purple Top, the Bloomsdale Pomeranian
Globe, or the Yellow Abe!doat;.“ For com-
mercial purposes, it is rare turnips
can berfised to much profit, unless ore
is in the regular market-gardening busi-
ness. They cannot be put in a

farm crop, to be taken to market by farm.
ers, and yet make as much on them as can
be done with potatoes: and yet it is so
useful a vegetable for home use among
cattle, or home consumption asa garden
product, that a turnip patch is extremely
satisfactory in everybody’s ground.

There has not been much improvement
in the turnip for many years, and hence
there is no great choice of varieties. Per-
haps the kind we have are good enough,
and may be regarded as at least among
the best. In most other vegetables we
want them as large as we can get them or
as early as they will come. Dut extra
large turnips are not desirable ; and if one
can sow tarnip sced the end of August
and pall in October it is sufficient to
satisfy the earliest longings. Besides it is
found, perhaps in no vegetable so much
as in the turnip, that it is culture quite as
much as variety which makes both earli-
ness and flavor. The right kind of rich
ground will make a turnip-bulb in an in-
credible short space of time ; and the root
in such case becomes so tender and sweet
that some will cat them raw as rapidly al-
most as they would cat an apple.

The right kind of rich manure is that
which is thoroughly well-decomposed. If
fresh stable manure is employed for the
turnip, we get an enormous growth of
foliage and small growth of -root. In many
plants the sign of a good root is abundant
foliage, but not in the turnip by any
means. A moderate top-growth is much
more favorable to a good roct than other
wise. lu England, where the turnip is
universally raised, bone dust is the great
popular fertilizer for the turnip.  Here we
find that a picce of gound heavily ma-
nured for some spring crop, and which has
been taken ofl’ in time, is in a better con-
dition for a good crop of turnips than the
best mavure immediately applied at sow-
ing time. Where it can bo mado to suit,
there is uothing so good as a preparer for
turnips as the potato. This root rather
likes a raw manure ; and by the time they
have done all they desire todo, the balance
is just in the condiiion the turnip desires.

There is one thing worth remembering,
that ix, that the turnip is a great exhaust-
er of the soil.  Many persons, who find at
this season that they have little pieces of
ground with nothing iu it, think that as
the turnip comes in so soon they may as
well have something as nothinggfrom it.
This is all very well if the turnips are
really wanted, and ean certainly be turned
to good account. But if otherwise, they
will no: ““pay for their feed,” and it i®|
much betier to go without them.

About Chickens.

Summer is the time when chickens are
more or less troubled with parasites,
usually owing to the condition of the
poultry-house. If the Hloor is well scraped
and the interior three or four times each
year thoroughly whitewashed, vermin of
no kind will find lodgment. The most
common variety fonnd on chickens, which
attaches  itself often to the heads of
chickens, is the slow-moving parasite
known as the ** chicken-louse,” which if
allowed to multiply will dwarf the growth
of the chick amd 1educe it greatly in flesh.
A little iard or petrolenm rubbed on the
head and neck of the fowl will have the
desired efleet.  Coops infested with that
minute species known as the *“ red mite,””
can be got rid of by a thorough white-
washing. Ifapint of petroieum and a
small quantity of carbolic acid are mixed
with a bucket of whitewash before ap-
piving, the destruction of vermin will be
more thorough and certain.
