" Such eoniidenoo bad the good
man in the honor of the avenge buiglais
tbat ho never dreamed of adding to
this inscription a lei-nes- t that buiglais
would not steal anything. He icfu'-i- to
admit the possibility that a buig!.'.i could
deliberately 10b a men who b.nl oileitd
him food, diiuk, sympathy and help.
