A VICTORY FOK WOMEN'S KIGUTS.

T.'tc Mxtecutli Amendment to be Favorably
Keported.

Washington, 31ay 13. Tho Senate so- -
lect committee on woman suffrage, by a
vote of three to two, agreed to day to rec-
ommend to the Senate for adoption Sena-
tor Lapham's joint resolution proposing
the following amendment to the constitu-
tion :

Article XVI. Section 1. The riirht of
I citizens of the United States to vote shall

uuo ucucuim ui iiuiiukcu uv IUD UUlieti
States or by any state on account of sex.

Section 2. The Congress shall have
power by appropriate legislation to enforce
the provisions of this article.

Tbn vote was as follows : Ayes Sena-
tors Lapbam, Blair and Jackson ; noes
Senators' George and Pair : absent Sena
tors Anthony and Perry.

Proceeding In tlie House.
Washington. D. C, May 13. The ses-

sion of the House to-d- ay was opened with
prayer by Rabbi Jacob Voorsanger, of
Houston, Texas.

Tho river and harbor bill was reported
and it was ordered printed and lccomniit-te- d.

Tho bill to extend the corporate ex-
istence of tlio National Baukiur associa
tions was taken up and Crapo, (Mass.)
