The stunted condition of the trees whicl

more frequently the result of starvation
than a:;?.hing else. When a tree does
not expand fast the bark is not thrown
off but remains on the tree to slowly de-
eay ; but with a rapid expansion it is
thrown off as a tree swells and thus kecps
jts ownself clean, Starvation keeps the
tree from growing. A liberal supply of
good food making a tree thrive and expand
rapidly, is one of the best meaus of keep
tree clean and clear of moss. ,
ar
deped condition, mere manuring will
bardly get it out of it alone. In such
cases orchardists make use vl a liberal
application of the pruning kuife—cultiog
awsay all the branches which may scem to
be pretty well hardened or stunted. This
brings on a frea grown of foliage the next
seagon, and a free growth is one of ths
best ways to keep the main stems clean.
Much ecan be dovo in the carly spring
with those old starved and stuxtod tices
towardsgetting them to do better. The loose
bark may be scraped off, and cven washed
with weak potash water or soft soap. The
branches which seem goue beyond 1e
covery, or are too weak' or 80 much
stunted as to promise little in the future,
may be cut away, aod some good [citiiiz
ing material may be bauled and pread
