The discovery recalled the fact,
that a few years ago three strangers made
a short visit to the place. One of them
soon afterwards mysteriously disappeared
and the others then went away. It is be-

lieved this is the man and that be was
murdered by his two companions, as a
fire had been made over the grave to cover
up the traces.

A Terrible Explosion et Uu.
At four o'clock yesterday morning John

M. Wort, foreman of the Fort Wayne Gas
company for the past twenty years,entered
a small brick structure containing the
main gas meter of that company with a
lighted match on a tour of inspection. A
nnantitv of cafi. which had escaped from
the meter ignited and the building was
blown to atoms, the concussion shaking
buildings ball a mile distant. Mr. Wort
received injuries from which he is unlikely
to recover. William Lehman, a teamster,
was also seriously injured.

Smoking Over a Keg et Unnpowder.
At Betchuan, a small village twenty

miles below Point Esquimaux, fourteen
men who had just returned from the seal
fishery, were dividing two kegs of gun-

powder in one of their houses. One was
smoking at tbe time, and it is supposed
that a spark fell into the powder.

Seven of the party were teiribly
burned, but none were killed outright.
