(Jut with a drawing knife near th
biso of the tieo upwards ; then near the
limbs downwards ; pjol Mm buk clean
from the trunk of the tree ; sap will then
run out of the top bark and cover the
peeled trunk with a gum. Thit at once
forms new bark. This treatment will
make a gieat improvement on a poor
bearer, or on a wild tree that bears poor
fruit.

Set up a board to shield from sun and
wind, so that the sap will not be diied up
before covering all the peeled wood-N-
