Tho story of the tra(;(ly, as tolil by Jlun-ro- o

and IiIh wife and gathurotl from those
itIio wcro In the Immodlato nolhborho Jil,
In nn follown :

Shortly bofero one o'cloulc i'Vanlciin
Monreo, ft vctcrlmry aurnoon, wat at
Waruor'ii hotel, tbo only entablishmcnt of
Ha kind in the jilnoo, attending to noiuo
honiCH. Ho was in the yard et the hotel
oxamlnhif; n borso when two inon, havlnj:
the appoarance of tramps nnd uvldoutly
much under tbo lollnotice of llijuor, aamo
up, accosted him and domauded hjiiio
liquor. Ho told thorn that ho would got
none for tbora, on whiob they hcoimo Tory
nbuaivo and tbrc.itoned to kick him out.
Ho took no noticj of tholr tuouaces, hoiv
over, and iu a few inlnutoi they loft and
ntartcd oft In the direction of bin hutiar.
Shortly after Monreo also lolt the hit 1
