"Tom l'aloe" Mot Chtlllln Maine.
Lawronce llntton and llrandor Matthews, In

IhuMantialtin lor July.
Robert Treat Paine, jr., born In Taun

ton, Mass., in 1773, was the second Bon of
tae signer of the Declaration of Indepcn-deno- o

of that name. After some oiporlcnco
as a merchant, nod later as a lawyer, he
became Infatuated with the tucatro,and

to doveto blmsolf outlroly to the
drama and dramatic llteraturo. II o was
appointed " Master of Ceremonies" to the
Boston theatre, then a salaried position,
and iu 1795 married a Miss Boker. an
English aotrcsA and a member of the Bos
ton theatre company. By this step be lost
his social position, which had bcon a hlpli
one, and became estranged from his fam
ily. Ho lived latterly a reckless llfo, and
died In 1811, a comparatively young mau.
Ho was n brilliant writer, and published
most of his best work under bis own name,
Tboraas Paino. But in 1801, to avoid being
confounded with, and by, tbo author of
of the "Ago of Heason," ho pe
titloncd the Legislature of Massachu-
setts to be allowed himself Robert Treat
Paine, jr., on the ground that "Tom
Paino was not a Chrittuin name."
