There was not
htest doubt that the courta of Lhe
would bave taken the same view,
the reduotions wero ouly
of she slightest interest to workingmen is
shown by the fact that the rate had long
been five centa from half-past five to half
eight &, m., and from balf-past four
msll-wt. seven p, m, The reduction
of fares at other hours in the day was a
manifest advantage to bankers, brokers,
businesa men and amusement seokers, but
pot of the smallest interest to laboring
men aod meohanios, who already had the

governor also lntonl his veto to
the mechanios’ lien bill. The original
intention of this bill was to give mechan
ios power to secure their wages by the
means of llens, Bat, it was so amended
that ita purpose was either obsoured or
lost. It gave parties four months after
performance of work or furnishiog of
material to file a lien, a period ridiculously
. 1t also allowed the same costs
a8 in foreclosures, whioh in the case of
small bills would have been s0 overous as
to eat them up entirely, But, worst of
all, it repealed existing mechanics’ lien
laws which were far more favorabie to the
working Je than the new law, It was
found to bs a sochems to make increased
Inwyers' bills and to dimivish the protec-
tion afforded the mechanio, The governor
very properly acoepted the lesser evil and
vetoed the delective bill.

The bill makiog twelve hours a day’s
work for conduotors and drivers ou street
cara did not in any way prohibit the mak
ing of & conuract requiring any number of
bours’ work, aud it it had tbe governor
very aptly objected that it was ao lnter-
ference with the righita of the emplojes as
well a8 employers. [t was plaiu that it
the oar drivers and ocounductors worked
fewer hours they would reovive less pay,
