A
market Gardiner will oltun make a bettor
living oil tun or twelve uuies than a lar
mt--r from a very laigo farm ; but il ho
should begin to count ou the residue and
tail 1 mania o properly it would hoou bu
all over with him. Heavy manuring anil
thorough drainiug naturally go togethei,
anil the tile should bu placid somewhat
deeper thau m ordinary drains s i that thu
great body of soil above shall act as a llltur
and prevent loss of manure by Kakagu.
There will soon be leisure to do hohio
draining and if any part of the gaideu has
hitherto been wet it Hhniild iiom bu made
dry. Of course, tolerable good gaitlens
may be had with much less outlay, but we
wish to reach those who would hatoa
garden worthy of the naiuo.

How to Uitru Inr Uuui.
Jnlin I Carter In Oxlortl 1'rumt.

Have good cows and feed them well and
oarolully, avoid folding masiy fodder or
hay, or tainted grain, giving tlio ,uroit
water to drink. Kjop the istuieH clear
et weeds aH possible. Fow liiimers know
the daugur et taints from noxious woliIh
in our pastures. It gives us uonliuual
trouble, fur a very little will taint a whole
batch of milk, making iih trouide with our
customers that we do not cut over for
weeks. Itujictall milk that is bloody or
foverish or any way uuhualtV ' may
not show much lu the milk, but is sine to
damage the cream and butter. Keep thu
milk us clean as possible. If thu bag is
dirty, wash and dry It ; don't milk a Wet
teat. Strain the milk through a goi d
cotton strainer cloth, into olt.m cans, and
set away where the temper.i'uio can be
sptoihly rediioul. Helfct a pl.teu fur tlio
cairn wheio no taints from smells from
barnyard or stables got into the uncovered
cans, It Is not Halo to sot milk in barn
yard water troughs or barn entiles Tlio
milk should ho thoroughly stared when
the o ins are first put lu wut-r- , that the
animal heat may ho got out lapidly. l'his
is more Important than a veiy low torn
poraturo, and the milk will carry butter.
.Milk that is tainted from animal ho it,
or ovou partial souring on it way to the
creamery is Burlously damaged lor making
good butter, and IIh yield et butter less.

As soon as pears have attained their full
Hiu, and will part readily irmn the stem
when raised by the baud, they should bu
gathered, Thoy should be bandit d as
carefully a eggs. In order to iipuuthein
properly, spread one or more blankets iu a
room fium which the light is excluded as
much in possible, put tlio prats thireoti
and cover them with a blanket or blankets,
and in a low days they will be ready lor
the market or homo into.

In piioklng for market put all oxcept the
extra specimens In crates and half barrets,
Tho extra upooluiona that are to be ills

posed of should be put In shallow boxes,
after eaoh one In wrapped in line, white,
poft paper. Tbcso boxes are usually only
drop ouougli for a single layer of pours.
Ono thing should be taken Into consider-
ationthat li", the early varieties niatuto
qtilokor after they are gat bored thau the
later ones. If the pears are to be shipped
to market they should be assorted Into
extra and first class lots, leaving the in-

ferior ones for Immediate use at homo, as
there Is really no demand whatever lor
pears of poor tpiality,

Not ouo fruit grower iu twenty rrallzeB
the importaiioo of thinning fruit, and not
half of thorn who do have the ooiitago to
(ilok oil the amount of fiuit requited to be
talieu oil' to secure the best results.

Tho moment one not thoroughly hard-
ened to the businiss begins to pick oil
partially grown fruit, he has doubts as to
which specimens are the largest and best,
and usually as soon as a spec. men as
sovnied from the tteo it lookH much larger
and hotter than any that ate lolt ; ho the
mind of thu orohatdist is kept iu au tin
pleasant statu while ho is engaged iu the
work of thinning his fruit, until ho has
had praotion enough to become hardened

the business ; then ho cau go into the
pear orohaid and slash right and left, re-
moving onohalf or three lourths of the
fruit, and feel that ho s doing his duty

It should be kept lu mind that 11 by
picking olt one half of the fruit, the
other half grown to twice the size, there

not only no loss iu measure, but a gain
quality, which will uftuu d iilbln Its

vatttu, Thorn Ih unottior advantage of re-
ducing thu number of siecimouH, which is
often entirely overlooked, It reduces the
draft ou thu tree, thuro not being so many
seeds to mature, these exhausting the tree

a much greater oxlout thau the lloih
that covers the seed.
