The fowls nro divided into funllies, mid
sjirend all over tlio I inn.

Niiirly eery lirt;e Held has a small isiullry
house in It, with it jHii of fowls, ntid in some
of the larnesl 111 Ids there are a eon pie of
these hoiives.

Tito houos are moable ones, so in ide that

they can lo lifted and timed by a couple of
men, handles being prov Ided ter the purjHjse.
Those houses nro of homo erection, and
roughly put together, hut nro well nnd

made. They ntaml upon legs,
about two feet hiijh, thus gling a shelter to
the hints below. Tho inmates roach the
house by a hen ladder, V. ery day the lloeks
uro rarcfiilly hs)kod oer to see If any nro
misihig, or whither any show- - tivmptoms of
illst-aso- , but the hitter is wryraro tudeasl.
Tlio hardy, natural way in which they are
kepti mid tlio common sense fashion of food,
mg, niiiko illsva.su more isinspicuoiis hy its
nbsenco than its presence. In twoortlireo
Instances, H'rmaueut buildings nro isvupieil
by pens et fowls; hut throughout, in no ciso
nro the poultry allowed to interfere with tlio
regular work of lho farm, or to occupy tli.it
winch would othorw Iso be needed.

It is only the niltllt birds or tlio older
chickens that in o put in tbid way out on the
farm. Tho chickens are hatched either at
the resldeuco of Mr. Chick, or at n g

sotno two miles nwai, where llvos
tlio man wlio has the oultry skvI.i11v liniler
hlscaro. In one or the other et these places
the chicks nro kept until old enough to Ik'
put out. Many of them, of course, mo sold
or killed when qulto young, either for tahlo
or nsstoeu iouis. ino uuuiocr m eggs solil
oil this farm o ery j ear is about l,',oou, and
thore are o( to NW chickens hitched every
scibon. It Is true that these numbers mo not
wry wonderful, but it is also true that it
ecry lariner who has the esiiuuarreauo would
ilo the same, the iiuiuIht of iggs nml poultry
produced xoulil be increased huvorul hun-
dred kt cent. This, how owt, Is not what I
wish to s)lnt out, for figures applicable
to IJnglauil nro not relevant to the
I'llited .States, My object is, in this
way, to exhibit what I regard as the true
method of iKiiiltry keeping on farms, namely,
planking movable houses out in the Held,
each cuiahlo of holding n seoro of chickens
or a doen adult fowls. This cm ho done
very easily on or feeding lauds ton
wry largo intent, ter there can Ik) no

in hnln)j one house to overy ten acies
of laud like this, and, oeu oiiwheat or corn-growi-

farms, fowls may lo largely
kept ulmost to the Hamo extent. I know u
farm where the crops nro chielly corn or
roots, nml in tlio coiner of nearly oeiy llelil
stands n poultry liouse. Within a j aril or
two of the house, the ground is bared, hut
that is all, ami though the birds wander In
nml out among the grain mid roots, they do
no harm, but a et y great deal of gissl, ma-
nuring nnd cleaning the earth, ns well as
finding nearly nil the food they requite. This
year tlio house stands in olio eoiuor, next In
another, ami mi on, olloctually proveutlug
any danger from foul earth.
