FOSSILS IX THE STATE.

Professor Lesley's Forthcomlna Report.
The Coal, OH mid Gns Deposits.

From the Philadelphia Inquirer.
Tho sooond geological survey of the fctato

of Pennsylvania Is practically tin I shed, and
the chief Keologlst, Professor Lesley, is
hard at work upon hi, "dictionary of
fossils," which will be au Important feature
of his tlnal report. When asked yesterday
If ho considered fossils as much a part of
practical ecology as minerals, ho said :

" Cortafiily. Hut it Is the most difficult
and the most cxponsivo part of it. Tho
state survey would hao Ijocu broken
down, llko so man v of the old btnto attrv eys
of the United States nt the outset of its
career, If it had meddled much with the
fossils and had published figures and
description of themi, spending the time of
the assistants in collecting and studying
them and finding now spocies.

"The first vol u mo of the fossil dictionary
is now in the blading olllco at Ilarrisbur,;
and will soon be distributed through the
state, l'eoplo will then be able to know a
good deal about the animal and vegetable
fossils in the locks of the state. 1 or llio
last ten years 1 lmo been receiving letters
from all quarters asking for such informa-
tion. It is rather surprising what an
amount of intelligent curiosity there is
among farmers, alia especially quarrymen,
about the strnugo forms they sooln making
roads, In railway cutting and in lifting
quarry atones. lot marly these vvoro just
glanced at us g things and
thrown aside. Now they are sent in pill
1 oti'3, cigar boxes, sardiuo cans, and even
in soap boxes, by mall or by express to the
stnto geologist, with a loiter demaiullug
their uaniCH aud nature.
