COMMON SCHOOLS 'IN PENNSYLVANIA.-WO
have received fron Harrisburg the annual re-
port of the Superintendent of Common Schools
for the year ending June 2d, 1857:

It appears that exclusive of the city of Phila
delphia there are 10,956 public schools in the
State, being an increase of 259 as compared
with the last previous iepert. There are yet
wanted 604 schools to satisfy therequirements
of the existing districts. There are employed
12,475 teachers, being an increase of 118 over
last year. Includitig the city of Philadelphia,
the number of teachers is 13,445, of whom
7,924 are males ar.d 5,524 females. Whole
number of scholars, exclusive of Philadelphia,
541,247, being an increase of 17,493 over last
year, and 66,692 over 1853. Including Phil-
adelphia, the aggregate of the whole State is
596,008.
