The General Election, in nil the Wards,
Townships, Districts and Boroughs of the
county, is to be opened between the hours of
eight and ten o'clock in theforenoon, and shall
con•inue without interruptionoradJournmeut
until seven o'clock in the evening. when the
polls shall be closed.

Every person, excepting Justices of the
Peace, who shall hold any office or appoint-
ment of profit or trust underthe Government
of the United States, or of thisState, or of any
other incorporated district, whether a commis-
sioned officer or otherwise, a subordinate officer
or agent, who is or shalt be employed under
the Legislative, Executive or Judiciary de-
partments of the State or the United States, or
of any city or incorporated district and also
that every member of Congress, or of the State
Legislature, and of the Select and Common
Councils of any city. or Commissionersof any
incorporated district, is by law, incapable of
holding or exercising at the same time the
office or appointment of judge, inspector or
clerk of any election of this Commonwealth,
and no inspector, udge or other officer of any
such election shall be eligible there tobe voted
for.

The Inspectors and Judges of the election
shall meetat the respectivelplnce is appointed
for holding theelection in the district, to which
they respectively belong before nine o'clock
in the morning, and each of said Inspectors
shall a,,pdint one Clerk whoshall be a qualified
voter of such district.

In case the person yvho shall have received
the second highestnumber of votes for inspec-
tor shall not attend on the day ofany election,
then the person who shall have received the
second highest number of votes for judge at
the next preceding election shall act as inspec-
tor in hisplace. And in case the person who
shall have received the highestnumberof votes
for inspector shall not attend, theperson elect-
ed judge shall appointan inspector in hisplace
—and in case the person elected a judge shall
notattend, then the inspector who received the
highestnumberof votes shall appoint ajudge
In hisplace—or ifany vacancy shall continue
in the board for the,space of one hourafter the
time fixed by law for the opening of the elec-
tion the qualified voters of the township,
ward or district for which such officers shall
have been elected present at such election,'
shall elect one of their number to fill such
vacancy.
It shall be the duty of the several assessors

of each district to attend at the place of hold-
inL, every general, special, or townshipelection,

No person shall be permitted to vote at any
election, as moresaid, other than a white free-
man of the age of twenty-one years or more,
who shall have resided in the Stateat least On e
year, and In the election district where he
offers his vote at least ten days immediately.

It shall be the duty ofevery assessor,
within this Commonwealth, annually, to
assess and return, in the mannernow required
by law, a county tax, of ten cents upon each
and every non-commissioned officer and pri-
vate, and the usual taxes up m every commis-
sioned officer, known by them to be in the
military service of the United States, or of this
State, in the army; and when any omission
shall occur, the omitted names, shall be added,
by such assessors, to the assessments and lists
of voterson theapplication of any citizen of
the election district, or precinct, whereto such
soldier might.,or would have right to vote, if
not insuch service, as aforesaid; and such non-
commissioned officers and privates, shall be
exempt from all other personal taxes duringtheir continuance in such service; and saidassessors shall, ineach and every case, of such
assessed soldiers; or officers, without fee-orre--ward therefor, give a certificate of such regularor additional assessment, to any citizenref, theelection district, or Precinct, who invest anyOne, demandtha same; and upon the presen-tationthereof, to the tax collector of said dis-trict, or the treasurer of the mild county, it
