‘Mr., Hammond's RepubMean friends at the
sympoalum Saturday night belleve he s o
worthy successor of Johnson, that he is
bullt of mound preildential timber and
that he could carry hin State.

The
munager of the affair, Claude Bennstt,
cleverly mranged It so that the explana-
‘tlon should he made by Republican mem-
bers of Congréss from that State. Holled
down, they all ngreed that he was elected
bocuusa he wun the beat man for the
place, and one of their number declared
that Minnesota can no longer be regarded
as committed to any political party, and
that the voters of that Htate will cast
thelr ballots for the heat man whatever
his political labsl—charaeter, capacity,
fitness being tn thelr opinfon the true
tests of what the people want In the pub-
lla service,

Mr. Hammond was born In Maspachiu-
motty, oducnted at Dartmouth and, ke
Martin . Rrumbaugh, of Pennsylvania,
has devoted years of the best mervice to
the cause of education In his State, Al-
_though a practising attorney for many
woars he hasn boen amsoclated with every
movoment looking to the Improvement of
the eoducation fncllities of his State.

Mr., Hommond has just paased hin Siat
birthday: His term of ofMiee will expire
in January, 19017, which would give him
A month and & half to organize his Cabl-
not and writs hin insugural address it ho
ahould he elected Prealdent in 19146
