EMPLOYES FAIL TO MAKE
REPLY AFTER CONFERENCE

Garfield Refuses to Permit Gov-
ernors to Establish Prices
of Fuel !

Washington, Nov. 21.—Hituminous
coal mine operators merved what was
virtually an ultimatum on the coal
miners’ representatives here today, tell-
Ing them that the offer yesterday of
15 centa n ton and 20 per cent day
wage increames was the utmost that
could be given. The miners went inte
o conference immediately to conalder the
offer.
After the miners’ conference broke
up Acting President John 1. Lewis, of

| the mine workers' organization, whe

presided, announced that ne eonclysion
had been reached, and that the situation
stood as {t had been. Miners, he ex-
plained, would go {| ‘o the jolnt sexsion
with the operators o in this afternoon
without having a dellnite response to
the operators’ proposals.

Farlier in the day Lewis had reiter-
ated that the operators’ offer was in-
adequate and unscceptable, but had in-
dieated that it would be glven serious
cousldoration by the miners if it ecould
be enlarged to cover the details of
working conditions and allowances for
dead work for the miners. The opera-
tors, however, left the proposal in fts
original form. Lewis spent o part of
