LARGE INCREASE OF PRODUCTION.

THE FACTS AND FIGURES IN DETAIL

The first monthly report of the new year
presents & bearish aspect as to mew pro-
duction. The new work, however, is rather
bullish, but the decline is in the northern
and middie fields. Jaduoary, without ques-
tion, has been invested with more interest
and importence than st any otber time since
the beginning of the petrolenm industry.
While the field situation is an important
factor in this conclusion, the commercial in-
terest in the great staple overshadows all
other considerations. During the moath
the independent element of the producinog
fraternity have organized one of the most
powerf{ul and stable combination in the history
of the trade, Tnis combipation has Deen
formed with a view of establishing betler
prices, but just what the outcome of the reor-
ganization of the old P. Y. A, will amount to
remains for time to develop. The producers
have not only organized themselves into one
compact body, but have sought reliel through
hp.lﬁtiuu, by which they hrpe toamellorate
their condition. For the past 50 Jdays there are
a few changes to be noted in the field situation.

Wildwood, one of the most prolific white
sand pools ever opened up, practically remains
unchanged The Southwest still continues to
yield producers of the first magoitude, while,
on the other hand, the old gushers are fast de-
clining and the territory is showing drainage.
Some interest was manifested on the morih
line by the good showing of the Bowman gaser,
and for a time-it was thought that this section
uf the pool would develep into Dbig territory.
Bubsequent evenis have mnot rne ont
this premature conclusion, and we venture
the opinion anless all sigus 1ail that this local-
ity of the Wildwood field will never have a
companson with the Southwest end of the
field. The McCurdy pool is as yet an anknown
quantity. The Palmer well coming in at
1,000 barrols & day would seem to demonstrate
the existence of a considerable body of woil
Yet its proximity to the old McCurdy well does
wot indicate there has been territory to any
extent opened up, While there has been one

ood well struck here, there has been oue dry

ole on the Linton and another nearly soon
the Tidball, but a liberal use of glycerine con-
verted it into a small producer,

The Butler county situation appears about as
follows: There is & standofl inthe way of new
rige and drilling wells, Harmony, Callery and Jef-
ferson Center haviog sufficient mew work to
offset the decline in the old portion of the One
Hundred-Foot distriet, wljch seems to no
longer be “in §1." At Callery most of the work
is on the town lots and is launcbed. Several
wells have come in lurge, but have been short
lived, notably itbe Bartley & Ceo., which made
1500 barrels o the first 24 hours, and is now
down to 50 barreis, The same mav besaid of
Harmony. Several dry holes bave been drilied
at the latter pluce, vourly eucircling the little
pool. There is & possibility of an exteusion to
the west, which appears to be the only lm&!-
bole of escape. At Jefferson Center T. W.
Phillips brought ina well on January 17 that
has produced over 10,000 barrels and 1s still
waking 25 barrels per hour. There is appar-
ently quite & pool of oil lying between this well
and Herman. Mr. Plillips has about all the
tarricory and can develop it at his leisare. The
wew production for the month will exceed that
of last mouth by st least 500 barrels, leaving
new work and drilling wells avout tie same as
Japoary L

The total increase of new production in the
15 pools of tbhe southwes: disirict over lnst
wooth is 5124 barrels, Wildwood is mainly
responsible for the increase, yel it must be re-
membered that Mannington was also an im-

nt factor in contributing to this result.
he report lor the same section also shows an
jncreass In new work, there belog 180 wells
drilling, 85 rigs, making a total of 275, while in
Decewber thero were 183 drilling wells, 72 rigs,
a towsl of 280, which is an increase ol 15
From ihe appended summary of the entire ol
field it will be seen that the new production is
13,280 barrels, an increase of 4568 barrels.
There were 305 wells comnlieted, 407 wells drill-
ing urd 283 rigs up and building.
