There will be some opposition to the

adoption of these resolutions,but webelieve
they will pass both House's by the requisite
two-third vote, and receive the President's
approval When adopted and approved,
they will still require the ratification of

the free States, except perhaps hew Jersey,

Will vote right. Maryland, Itelawere,

West Virginia, East Virginia, and Missouri,
now represented in Congress, will do like-
wise. Of theStates now unrepresented, Ar

kansaniVennessee and Louisiana may soon

be expected to return to their allegiance

with antislavery constitutions. As soon

as they have done so, the requisite three-

fourths wilt ba obtained, sad slavery will
be abolished by an ameedn'et to the alien-

ioa.

Unemployed Military Officers.

The Home Committee on MilitaryAffairs
have prepared a bill setting out with the

declaration that it appears that many gen-
eral officers are. and have i,een, either en-

tirely unemployed, or not on duty corres-

pondingly with their rank, thus holding

commissions and drawing pay without ser-

vice, and standing in the way of promotion
of active officers, and provides that all
Major Generals and Brigadier Generals,
who, on the 1511 a of >larch .next, shall not

be in the performance of service, and for
three months continuously next prior to

that date, shall be dropped from the roll of

the army, and all pay shall cease, and the
ratanoies tilled by ,appointment- or promo
tion. But this ie not toaffect °Mooreabsent
from wounds or in consequence of being

prisoners of war or on parole. Any Major
or Brigadier General. appointed under the

act of Mil, so dropped from amrolls, shall
not be discharged, but remitted to his

loner position as a staff or line officer of

the Regular Army.

We hope this bill will speedily become a

law. There is no earthly reason why
thousands of dollars should bespaid monthly

out of the National Treasury co titled gen-
tlemen who have proved their inability or

indisposition to win battles for their coun-

try.
