He says he had no
other motive except to make a little money
on the Block Exchange, and that it never
occurred to him :that his performance
could produce any more important or se•
rims effect.

After the publication in the World
and Journal of anuzierre on Wednesday
morning, Mr. Kent at once identified the
published proclamation with the draft
which Howard had shown him, and gave
information of the ciretimstance to Gee.
