The fi
strikes me is the olearing of tho groun
is absurd to think of trying to grow grain
under trees in & wood; nor is it sufficient to
tako away a part of them—1 mean, of course,
with the idea of perfection. For instance,
suppose you bave 50 trees on an acre; that
ut ono to every threo mjuarc rods;
the soil espable of bearing 59 bushels of
wheat, or 1 bushel 10 each troo; and sup-
pose that you cut down 49 of them, you
will only bo able to grow 49 bushels, in-
stesd of 50—the annual waste or omt of,
that tree being the value of onoe bushel of
wheat, or whatever crop might have been
on the 8 rods of groutd which th
sunopolized,  Thersfore, if it is noeﬂur{
to clear land beforo you ean grow grain, it
in reasonable and sclf-evideot that it sbould
Do ontirely cleared, overy fractional part
you leave doing injucy in its dogree.

The next point to notios is the dryness
or wetness of the soil ; nee if the s nt
water is sufciontly ncar the surface to do
injury to the crops, even by capillary at-
traction, which, seienec tells us, will raise

ought not the snil to bo pulverizod to that
extent, vix. about 4 foot.

X must assert with com-
mon senso that tho deepor you pulrerise,
the more you move in the right dircetion,.
