For
myself” § have never eaten any food so
sweet and satisfoctory to the pallate as
botled wheat. When visiting some friende
m Georgetown, Ky, many years ago, I
was invited to diue with Professor Thom-
as, of the oollege located: in that city.
Mr. Thomas served: us o desert of boiled’
wheat with orenm and sugar, At that
time I hud never eaten it. The sompany
(which was n large one)y unanimously
votod- that they. hid never eaten o desent
so deliciong. P have tried it many times
sirce, and am always snrprised that an
articlo of food so cheap,s0 easily prepured,
nu}every way so desirable, should not
find general favor,

A man may perform: hard’ labor on
wheat and’ water for years ; but give h'm
as much superfine flour-bread as be can

.1 eat, and add, if you please, butler and

sugar,.and Ne will starve to death.

Several of the menageries have starved’
their bread-cuting animals by feeding
them on white bread. Bt they had fed
them on, boiled wheat, and occasivoally
on wheat withont grinding or cocking,.
they would have flourished.

Cracked wheat or flour made-of whent
withoat bolting, in likewise very grateful
and healthful. .

The orllinary process of making su
perior flour results in the loss of the most
nutricious portion of the wheat, Uunder
the microscope, a grain of wheat divides
into tbree principal layers—the hull, or
brain proper,which is nutritious; the glut-
en, which liea next withia the hull, and
which is the most nutritous part of the
grain ; anc the starch, fromm whieh the
ordinary wheat-flonr is made. Usually
the gluten is removed with the bruin in
the exdinary process.

A mode of preparing wheat and other
graic for grinding into flour has been
invented in' Basel, Switzerlind. the ojbect
of which is to retain in the white flour
the nutritive properties which have here-
tofore been lost by the seperation of
the bran. This process, inven-
ted by Herr B. Wise, of Switzerland,
haa been receivedi with favor by scientitic
and practical men of Europe. It consists
simply in moistening the wheat before
grinding in s solution of caustic soda iu
water, one hundred and forty pounds of
the liquid being reqmired for two thou-
san pounds of grain. The solution ia pre-
pared by desolving six and two thirds

and thirty-three pounds of water. The
steeping which occupies about fifteen or
twenty minutes, can be dome 1 vats sim
ilar to those nsed by brewera. The cans.
tic solution loosens the huil, ko that it
may be removed by the slightest friction,
leaving the gluten with the body of the
grain. The flour thus prepared is ns white
as the present swperfine, and countuins
all the lhigh nutrative propemies of the
Graham and bran breads.
