Herbert,in the name ofthe People, proclaimed itadissolution.This demonstration originated in sympathy with
Poland. The workmen all left their shops; and all
the clubs with banners assembled on the Boulevards,
singing the Marseilles Hymn. They thence proceed-ed to the Assembly, and rushed into the Chainber.
The National Guard remained firm, and filially ilia-
peraed the mob. Some of the ring leaders were
arrested.
