enter into thri reasons for this, omission. Whateverthese mayhave been, he is firmly convinced thatCongress feel a deep interest in the welfare ofCal.ifornia and its people, and will, at an early:Period-
of the, next session, provide for them a territorial
government suited to their wants.

Our laws relating to trade and intercourse withthe • Indians will then be extended over them...
custom-houses will be established for the collec-tion of the revenue, and liberal grants of land willbe made to those bold and patriotic citizens whoamid privations and dangers have emigrated or
shall emigrate to that territory from the States onthis side of the Rocky Mountains.In the meantime, the condithin ofthe people of
California is anomalous, .and will 'require on their
part the exercise ofgreat prudence and discretion:By the conclusion of the treaty of peace, the mili-
tary government which was established over them,
,under the laws of war, as recognised by the prac-tice ofall civilized nations, has ceased to deriveits authority from flat sourceof power. But isthere, for this reason, no government in California?Ara life, liberty and property under theprotectionof no existing authorities!
-This:would be a singular giencimenon in theface of the world, and especially among American

citizens, distinguished as they are above all otherpeople for their law.abiding character. Fortun-ately they are not reduced to this sad condition.
The termination of the war left an existing gov.vernment—a government de facto—ia full opera-tion; and this will continue with the presumed
consent of the people, until Congress shalt provide
for them a territorial government.

This government de facto will ofcourse exer-
etse oo power inconsistent with the provisions ofthe constitution of the United States,which is thesupreme law of the land. For this reason no im-
port duties cap be levied in California on articlesthe growth produce or manufacture of the United
States, as no such duties can be imposed in anyother part of our Union on the productions of Cal-ifornia.

Nor can new duties be charged in Californiaupon such foreign productions as have already paidduties in any of our ports of entry, for the obvious
reasons that California is within the territory ofthe United States. I shall not enlarge upon this
subject, however as the Secretary of the Treasurywill perform that duty.

The President urgently advises the people of
California to live peaceably and quietly under the
existing Government. He believes that this will
promote their, lasting and best interests. If it be
not what they could desire and had a right to ex-
pect they can console themselves with the reflec-tion that it will endure but for a few months.—Should they attempt to change oramend it doting
this' brief period, they most probably could not ac-complish their object before the government es-
tablished by Congress would go into operation.

. In therneantime'the country would be agitated,
the citizens would be withdrawn from their usual
employments, and domestic strife might divide and
exasperate the people against each other; and thisis all to establish n government which in no con-ceivable contegency could endure for a single year.During this brief period it is better to bear the illsthey have, than dy to others that they know notof.

Although Congress have not established a teri..torial goVernment for the people of California, theyhave not been altogether unmindful of their inter-
ests. The benefit of our post office laws has beenentended to them; and you will.bear with you au.thority from the Postmaster General to provide
for the conveyance ofpublic information and pri-
vate correspondence among themselves and be-
tween.thern and the citizens of Oregon, and of our
States East ofthe Rocky Mountains.

The monthly steamers on the lino from Panama
to Astoria, have been required " to atop and deliv-
er and take mails at San Diego, San Francisco, and
Monterey." These steamers, connected by theisthmus 'of Panama with those on the Atlantic,
between New York and Chagres, will keep up a
regular communicationwith California,will affordfacilities to those who desire to emigrate to thatterritory.

The necessary appropriations have also been
made by Congress to maintain troops in California
to protect its inhabitants against all attacks from
a civilized or savage foe, and it will afford thePresident peculiar pleasure to perform the dutypromptly and effectively.
