dutyof revising.- the.. Constitution of the Sand-
wich Islands;-Lave mads-their reporkus-we-sce
by our latest papers... The Constitution -which
they havereported.' is modeled after those which
m other coantnes have-been foand .to work well.
Its mtua features are as follows:

The power udenominated theKingdom of the
HawaiianIslands: yet the government is repub-

lican and-elective. The luug .bolds his olllco
Tor life.- : His successor is appointed by theKing
and House ofNobles, or by tho Nobles and Ilep-
resentaUves. iaease of tbe King-s death before
the ’ appointment of a successor. Tbe Legisla-
ture consists ofa House of Nobles and a House
of Representatives. The nobles are twenty-four
In:, number, two-thirds of whom are appointed
by theKing and tbe Prime Minster, and tho oth-
er third elected by the Representatives. Tbe
former hold office for fife—the latterfour veers.
The Representatives oro chosen by popular
election. Suffrage is universal, and Slavery
-prohibited. Naturalized foreigners have all the
privileges of natives. Tbo Bill ofRights is cop-
led from the-American Constitutions, nnd tho
mode-of Legislation is tho same as with us.—
The Judiciary, comprises n Supreme Court and
inferior Courts.: Judges hold their offices during
good behavior.
