THE DEVIL’S CLOCK.
.. The town of Herringhausen, not a hundred miles from Frankfort, is one of (he
most picturesquely antique in Germany,
and contains about 12,000 inhabitants'.—I like to prepare my-readers with a tolerable ideaof the locality wherein the eventsnarrated transpire—for then I may hope
to impress them with at least a two foldsympathy in my dramatic persona;.
