merchants and ahop.keepers of Havana aro na-
tive Spaniards, and they are not only contented'
but fanatically denoted to the Spanish Govern-
ment. A large proportion of this class came to
Puha as adventurers, and began life as clerks,
On small salaries. After accumulating $6OO,
they would purchase a share in a jo'nt•stook
slave-trading company, and in the course of a
year or two, receive a profit in the shape of a di-
vidend, amounting to $lO,OOO, which auto rein-
vested in the same business, soon made them
millionaries. These nabobs then generally re-
turn to Spain, to.spend their 111-gotten fortunes,

leaving a crop ofclerks to follow thefootsteps of
their inhutimuipredecessora. It is, perhaps, not
generally known • that some of our New York
'merchant princes,' whose sudden wealth has
been attributed to the sugar business, have de-
rived their largest revenues from capital slyly
invested in the slave trade. Persons who are
curious in suchmatters may learn further par-
ticulars by making inquiries in Havana.
