On oxamfaing the
large pipe which carries thorefuse from tho roll, a bog was
discovered, containing chisels, a file, and all tho necossary
toolsfor removing the heavy iron plate from tho jail win-
dow, In tho ventilator, -a rope made of bod ticking was
discovered—iherope Is .very strong, nearly an inch thick,
and about thirty feet in length.. Inthe bed of the coll aheavy woodenhammer handlo was discovered. Tho ropefound consisted of pleoes of ticking a yard In length, tiedtogether. It was twisted in a very skillful manner.
