FiUSTia I. SaPXBOS Of BiTlI.,
We have hid the eventfuloarner of Louis Na-

poleon served, up so often that there are few
school bops In this great oountry who arenot in-
timately acquainted with everythlng-that has
happened from the attempt on Boulogne downiq
the present time. On the other hand, but little
is known ofhis counterpart, Fanstin Souloaqoe,
Emperor of all the Haytiea. We find in the N.
T. Pott a sketch of his life, the materials of
which were obtained by one of the editors while
on a visit to Hayti: . :

Fanstin the First, as I have already stated. Is
now, according to his onreport and thegeneral-
belief,sixty-seven yearsof age. It is also a well
ascertained fact, though not very freely spoken
of by his subjects, that he was born a slave on_
the estate of a H. Viallet at Petit Goave, in the
south part of the island. If he has' given Us ’
age correctly, be most have been six yeatt
old when slavery was abolished in the French
colonies by the Directory, in 1798, and when
he in oommo.n with the rest of his raoein bon-
dage in Hayti, received their freedom.

Soulonque entered the army ass soldier under
Dessalines, about 1804—immediately after tho
evacuation of the French, and when be wasooly
17 years of age. Infour years he had risen to
therank of sob lieutenant and aid to Gen. Lamarr -
re. In 1811 he was promoted to a lieutenancy
of cavalry, and to a captaincy in 1820. In 1840
be was ohief of a squadron, in 1842 command-
ant of the pariah of Plaisanoe, in 1848 colonel
of a company of horse, In 1844 general of bri--
gads, and in 1846 general of division and oom-

mandant of the Guard at Port au-Prinoe. Buoh'-
in brief, is the history of this van's rise, front
the condition of a slave the first six yearsof Ua ■life, to the highest rank in the army short of
sovereign power, before he was sixty. Bril his
career was not destined to stop here.

In the followingyear the Presidency became
vacant under eirourfiatanceatoo extraordinary to
be passed without notice. Biebe was elected to

sooeeed Pierrot in 1846, and when he was al-
ready 70 years ofage. He'was probaoly the
most experienced and moots highly ednested, if
not the most gifted, exeoutiye offioer Hayti ever
had. During the seoond year of his adminis-
tration, while on his return from a visit to the
north side of the island, he stopped with hio re-
tinue at night to rest at Gotoives. While than,"
his attention was arreajed by the charms of a ,

young creole of rare personal attractions,- with
whom he desired to form a more Intimate acr
quaihtanee. His position, and a diwarof I
couple of hundred Bpsniah dollars, removed
whateverobstacles were interposed to his ad-
vances, and for the next eeventy-two hours oa-
thing farther was seen or heard of the Pieel- .
dent by his attendants At the end of that -

period he appeared among them again, and gave
orders to set outat ones for Port an-Princetbut 0
ao feeble and exhausted was he, that herequired ,
help to mount his horse.
