the firm of Tage, .Bacon-St Co , aod this branch
too, had scarcely opened its doom, when on ac-
count of the high credit ot the house here, busl-
etneßs flowed to it almost without an tff rt, and

it was the shipper of thegold dust in California,-

The Btm
both here and iu California, enjoying unlimited
credih-and with its immense resources, rapidly
made money, and in 1862 the business of the
house was larger, by, alladds, than any banking
house in this country, footing up, es we have

had been but the financi&V agents and bankers of

, the road, but now, thoy had assumed the three-
fold business of bankers, agents and contrac-
tors, and with very limited -subscription?—sl,r
COO,OOO by tho city-of ’Cincinnati, $5OO 000 by
liie’cUy of Bt. Bonis, and'about $lOO,OOO by
private: individuals — shrewd financial men
thought they could forseo that iho balance of tho
fnnds lo accomplish this great nuderiakiog, must
eventually bo raised on the credit of tho road,
and what lacking must be supplied by tbe bank-
ers iu question.: Tbi* tras supplied, and their
resources, being drawn from tbe legitimate bust-
siriess of the firm, crippled their exchange aod
battkiog operations, and thß road, liko tho cor-
morant, calling constantly for more, involved
them continually in heavy prospective liabilities.

What the losses have been in building this

and a large portion of them falling due immedi-
ately, they, too, bad to bo promptly provided
for, at the peril of prostrate oredit. Here was
a sadden ond, to them—but not to ue—unexpect-
ed blow; and finding it impossible to provide
means for the retirement of these bills as
fast as they matured,' a suspension ensued in

have contemplated here, add the wide spread
disasters that nave taken place—in B atou, New
York, Cincinnati, New Orleans and extending
even to California, bnskeen brought abou —the
immediate : caOBe —by the failore of a single
bouse here; and although-we are all liable to
misfortune in mercantile business, yet the lesson

wecite Bhonld teach those who aro now enter-
ing in mercantile life, that no man should presume
on his credit wbeD- that prMumption may jeop-
ardize the interests of many,l and perhaps cause
trooble (and almost dismay)iin a wtole commn-

Tbns may we trace the troubles of this great
bouße to two prominent causes; ai d although

we may, and do; appreciate the motives which
induced them to snter upon.the field ns contrac-
tors. instead of oonfioing themselves to the busi-
ness of blinking, yet we deeply regret, on tbeir
own ncoonnt, and on, account of others, that
they ever departed from the business in whtoh
they were early engaged,: and wbiota added so
much to their wealth, and was so conducive’to
the prosperity of our city.'

. Of the extent of the liabilities of this firm, we
have no means of judging. - We know tbeir as-
sets aro large, and we shall ,not, at the present
time, without reliable data, even conjecture
whether they will have' enough to meet tbe de-

mends against them,ieavihga large surplus, or
otherwise: We have tho pledge of 'be firm
“ that in the shortest possible time they will lay

hefore tbe public a full statement ot tteir-Ol-
ffairs," and until this is done judgment on their
matters must deceesarily be deferred.
