LETTER FROM OffiNA,
[At the request of Mr. A. B. A. of Phila-

delphia, and, by the desire of many of his
friends in this County, we publish thefollow-
ing letter received from one of his old mess•
mates and friq uds, with whom he parted but
a few months since in Hong Kong, China.
The writer is one of the crew of the United
States steamer Wachnsett :]

U. S. STEAMER WACIIIISETT.}HANKOW, March 11th, 1867.
MY DEAR. FRIIIND:—After finiching mySpanish lesson this afternoon, I sat awhilethinking from one thing tb another, and my

thoughts turneduponyou; wondering wheth-er you. were probably nearingSan Francisco,.',ifnot already there ; ifyour voyage has beenprosperous, etc •

Would you like to, lookin upon me whilstI write7, You would find me at 'the tablealone. The Sergeant, Steward, Dodge andMaster-at-Arms have all gone ashore, and"Jack of the Pills," (Doctor's Nurse,) is .upon deck reading. The attractions ashorearefoot-races, and other sports of various kinds.About two-thirds of theship's company havegone also.
We left Shanghai, February 25th. contraryto old Brown's and others predictions, andeverybodys' expectations, en ,route to Han-kow. We arrived at Chinkiang, onFebruary

27th. There you doubtless remember is, as
far as we proceeded on our former attempt, .last August, and where we lost our Captain

:and Mr. Kelley. ' We left there March Ist.About ten miles above where we lay at anchor, " the Grand Canal " crosses the river.It is an insignificent looking affair; DO larger
or finer than others we have seen. Its chiefimportance consists in its great length.; thefacilities it gives for inland commerce, andthe supply of , water it furnishes. for the
gation of the country through' which it pass.
es. About 1 o'clock, P. M, we passed Nan
kin, the former capital of the Chinese Em.pire, about forty miles above Chinkiang.Is a very large city, six milessquare, situatedabout one mile back on' theright bank of theriver: It lies in a valley between six lowranges of hills which run nearly parallel with
the Yingtse. Upon the sides where the hillsare, the outward face of them is cut down
perpendicularly, and the walls built againstthem. Walls abont forty feet high, and ofenormous thickness, extend across the remaining, sides It is called the strongestwalled city in China, and said to t stain a
greater population within its walls, than anyother. It is only'a short time since It wasretakenfrom the rebels by the Imperialists.
We did not stay there. but intend to visit ifwhen we go down. Farther description ofit I will defer until that time. •

March 4th, wecame toanchor atKinking,a place about four hundred and fifty milesfrom Qinghai, upon the right bank of thetiter. ,
The Chinese portion is about three

miles'square, walled. The European por-
tion. lieson. a beautiful plain at the upper sideof the Chinese town, and comprises about
fifty-five well built houses; many of the resi-dents are Americans. As I did not go ashoreI will- defer a description of it until we go
down, as we shall probably stop there, and Iwill then go ashore, the Sergeant and Mr. P.

Itis the &rat one that Ihive seen yet in goodrepair, with ita bells banging on the project- itrig corners, &e. Namerons tomes to Jess,(an idol they woratiip;) are placed in thedif-ferent stories, and 'plenty of Priests to keepit in repairs.. The walla of thecity are high,chiefly: built or stones, and very thick.Twenty-two faces I counted at the gate. Sol-diers are stationed upon the top and at the
gate, mostly armed with spears, bows andarrows . Some few. I saw with swords andjingals, (something similarto a musket.),Up-on the. side facing the river cannon aremounted. I should judgeEuropeans seldomvisit the city, for everywheresve wenta greatcrowd of Chinetie collected around us, evi-dently regarding. cis with great wtaider and
curiosity, We visited theprisons. Jesshouses,
a large manufactory of fire works, and alsoone of bows and arrows; saw a . marriageprocession, &c., everything worthy of note.It is decidedly a primitive Chinese place,with manners. customs, &cscarcely at all_contaminated by foreign intercourse.The principal article of trade at Hankow,as you are doubtlessaware., is tea, but silks,chinaware, and several other things are ex-tensively exported. We took up as passen-gers from Shanghai; Dr. Satter. the newlyappointed American. Consul at Hankow, andan English marine, belonging to H. B. M.gunboat Weasel. His vessel left Shanghaiwhilst he was on liberty. • He was a tip-top,good fellow for an Englishman, and , weallliked,him. He-was in our mess. The "Wea-sel" yon - will remember,- was at Newchwang

the same lime with us.
Oar trip dp the Yangtse bas been a verypleasant one, hut probably leas so than itwould be a little later in-the season. It Isnow spring time: Everything is starting upgreen and fresh. The treebegin to put fort,htheir leaves. All, remind ing you of May.N ethome. This seenery.is much"uer upon t heright bank of the Yangtse than fix] left, on

account of, the numerous hills risingUboind
each other, not Merely in the distance, bb‘ksloping down to theriver, covered with beau-tiful and, variegated foliage. This grows themore and more beautiful the farther up. theriver you proceed. The right bank is (or themost part a vast plain, -stretching nearly asfar as the eye can reach, ending in blue hillsbeyond. These plains are nothing but "pad-dy fields," now covered with the greengrow-leg rice. Chinkiang is but the commence-ment of the beautiful scenery. Thousandsof neat Chinese "villages stud the banks ofthe river, frequently enlarging into largewalled towns. The Yangtse-kiang is truly anoble river. The immense amount of com-

merce carried onupon its bosom ; the numer-ous, aye, thousands of canals it supplies withwater for inland commerce and the irrigationof the country, thebreadth and depth of itswaters, may well 'entitle it to take its place-among the• great rivers of the globe. Thewidthofthe river varies greatly; In someplaces two or three miles, in-others not morethan half a mile. Game of all kinds isvery abundant, and not at all shy ; in thisrespect reminding me of - the Mississippi.Well, I could go on spinning yarns about therivers &c; until I had used up all my, paper.The-more I write, the more I think of towrite, and I hardly know when to leave offWhat, seven bells ; well, I will take this asthe time. In fact, I must, for it is my after-noon watch. So, good day.
KtIgKIAN63 WEDNESDAY Evic'o, MARCH 20111.

We reached,here about noon of the 15th.We only intended staying-hero ,a few hours,and then proceed on to Nankin ; but thecitizens ashore apprehending an attack fromthe rebels, our stay on this account is length •
ened to • several days. Nearly all the'wayfrom Hankon here the left' bank of theYangtse was lined. with thousands of refu.-gees fleeingfrom the rebels. Prom ' the
"tops" the night of the 14th, Icounted eigh-teen towps in flames, and the glare of manymore could be seen far away in the distance.Some of them were close to thewater's edge,and therebels could be seen going from onehouse to another engaged in plundering andmurdering the Inhabitants. These 'rebels aremade up ofunpaid•Chinese soldiers, escapedcriminals, outlaws, &c, increased by numerone adventurers, the latter class comprisingseveral Europeans. They are all mounted,and go from place to place plundering andburning. All that fall into their hands theykill,-.except the yciung and able-bodied,whom they compel to join them. As yelthey have confined their depredations to theleft bank of the river, but there is no tellinghow soon they may cross over.Refugees come in.here daily; in large num-bers, driven out by the advancing armies—-imperialists and rebels. They report therebels within ten miles from here, but saythey, dread them no more than they do theimperialists.
Great has been the excitementamongst thecrew for the past week, fed as usual, by nu-merous rumors, as to what -we are going todo. Though strongly urged to do so by themandarin commanding Kinkiang, we as yethave dorm nothing, and I do not think itlikely that we will.
