Mr. Passnitfe Is a son of tHe lute
John W, Passmtite, ¥q., of CHester
county, and was Hofn on the 50t day
of June, 1830, {1i West Nottidgham
townsliip, in that counly, Where he
was Feated under the strict tenchings
of the Old Quukef School. In the
year 1860 Mi. Passniore, desirous of
entering ito & fnore active husiness
life than the place of his nativity af-
forded dpportunities for, became a
resideiit of our town, where he has
ever since been pramidently known
in our bushiess, edutational, bedevo-
lent and sociul eiiterpilses, 4s one of
our lenditig citizeris, Fof a period of
soveril years after coming here, Mr.
Passinore was a teacher of one of our
higher public school and subsequently
condueted an academy for young en,
with marked sy and sdefess, ns
niany of the prominént yoiing busi-
néss and professionnl men here ean
testify. Having entered upon a
student's preparatory course for the
study of the law, under the preceptor-
ship of Hon, John W, Roseberry, Mr.
Passmore was admitted to the SBchuyl-
kill Couitty Bar in Noventher, 1865,
After coinnitticing the practice of the
law atour Balk, he was singled out hy
the officers of the Metropolitan, and
other insutance companics, 18 i suita-
ble person to take charge of their busi-
ness i this cohirtiunity, sind sometime
thereafter was fitomoted to the respon-
sible position of Manager and Attor-
ney for the Metropolian Life Insur-
ance Comtipnny for the State of Penn-
sylvania, which position he still fills
with credit to hims¢f and his com-
pany.

Mr. Passmore was one of the few en-
terprising citizens of our borough who
founded the higifnire institution of
the Benevolent Association of Potts.
ville, and has ever since its ereation
been oiie of its active managers. To
him, probably more than to any other
person, we tife in indebted for the de-
sign and institution of the Benevolent
Assoclationi’s Honte for Friendless
Childreti, of Which he has been the
President since its eréation. ‘There
are no public or private institutions in
our comtiitinity of Which «tir people
are miore proud thiail of these, and it
may be said that thiough their able
managetnent, these institiitions have
becorie the most effectual tedium
through which to distribute charities
and provide hoines for the fifendless,
that have been established in did part
of our Coiitimonwenlih, Mr, Pass-
more doss not belong to that class of
men commaiily enlled politicians,
He tins gofved at various tiiies in the
capacity of Sehool Director, President
of the Scliosl Board, and other non.
political local offiess, but he has never
been a “eandidate for any politienl
offlce, and we doubt not thet it is more
to gratify the wishes of hiz many
friends in this and other communities
than from any private motives that he
would accept the fiosition for which
he is named, .

During the active and successful
campaign of our party in this county
in the Fall of 1872, Mr. Pasmore was
the Ehairman &f the Republican
Standing Contiuittes, atid probably at
no time in the history of our party didl
we accomplish a greater victory in
this county than in that eventful
campaign.
