Sivedish journal, was recently sentenced to'deatit
for having published -an outrageous libel on the
character of Benrietts Mendelsohn, a prominent.
Stockholm belle. 4t3tookholni correspondent statesIn relation totheyoung lady ; _

"Biery 'one" knoire yoing 'Henrietta. She iseighteen year old; fair hair, of elegant person,
and has eyes of deep Mae and of poetical expres-
elan. Sheexcels as a. writer in prose as well as of
verse, andnothing can exceed the grace and beau-
ty of her appearance. Before the slander to which
we refer poisoned hervexistence, she was noted forher animation and cheerfulness, and was passion-ately fond of amusement, and especially dancing,
for dancing was admirable, her mannerbewltoh-
