the fulfilmentor his promises in the ordinary
'concerns of: life- ;;This was detrimental in
,-every way.' BY 'disappointing' his' customers
of-their promisedwork; the lost, business; by
disappolating his-creditors inthe payment of

'money, he lest. credit; and by failing, to
hisproditses in the' miscellaneous concerns of
life,•lieforfeited ,the general Confidence. Thus
he'lettf business, friends, and credit. But this
was notail. .His Want of

him
notun-

frelinentlY• subjected to the immediate
:10ss ofmoney, oftime, and of labor. -

- For - example, -having , promised ' a suit of
clothes to an alderinal, who was 'to dine on a
certain public occasion, :Llithor•was half an
hotir too late ; the turtle soup was in danger
of cooling, and,the alderman went to dine in
his old olothea: The new suitwas sent home
as loon finished,And the'garments were all
Well Made; Ind the die was cast—the alder-
man was vexed, as Well he might be, and the

. clothes were 'returned upon the tailor's bands.
What was to be done? The'alderman being
a man td"some twenty score weight, and of a
very peculiar configuration, the clotheswould
fit no,. other person, rind, therefore , the tailor
waif obliged to keep them. The cloth-was of
the finest quality, which, taken together with
the uncommon quantity contained in the gar-

' manta, rendered the loss a severe one. Luther
endeavored, by coaxing, and by promises of
greaterpunctualiti in future, to prevail upon
the alderman to take the clothes; but the offi-
cial dignitary was a mountain nottobe moved.

, From coaxing andpromises Luther proceeded
-to threats; put the man.mouptain stood that.
Legal Measures were resorted to, and a suit at
law was brought to recover payment forlhe
snit of clothes. But it was very justly argued
by the defendant's counsel, that half an hour
"pudding time" was not to bo lost; and that,
inasmuch as his .client was obliged to dine in
his old clothes or lose his dinner,it was but
'jug [and fair that the plaintiff should lose his
suit. :The Jury were ofthe same opinion. The
tailor Appealed, and the decision was con-
firmed. Thus, in consequence of being half
an hour too late, Mr. Lapel not only lost the
Alit of clothes, butmuch time and money into
the bargain. He of course lost the custom of
the alderman; and several other gentlemen
withdrew their patronage through the•alder.

But this misfortunedidnot curehim oftardi-
ness in thefulfilment ofhis promises. A fond
