Take two pounda four ounces of slum and dis-
2clve it in ten pallona of water: in like manner
dissolve the same quantity of sngar of lead in a
similar quantity of water, and mix the two toge-
ther. - They-form & proo:p;tate of the sulpkate of
lead. The ¢lear liquor is row withdrawn, and the
cloth immeoersed fer one hour in the selution, when
it is takon out, dried in the ehsde, washed in clean
water and dried again.

This proparation enabies the cloth to repel water
filte the feathars on a duck’s baok, and yet allows
the perspiration to pass somewhat freely through
it, whioh is not the case with gutta-parchs or Indm-
rabhber oloth.
