CITY ITEMS.
Dr. Leiily’s Third Lecture.

The third lecture of the highly interesting course of
: lectures, at the University of Pennsylvania, by Processor
afeseph Leidy, M. D,, on “General Natural History,
Comparative Anatomy, and Physiology,’ 7 was delivered
yesterday, between the hours of 1.20 P. M.s and 2.20
P. M., before a large promiscuous audience. Although
primarily designed tor the student, those lecturesare
deeply interesting and instructive to all inauiring minds
Who choose to attend them, Ur. Leidy’s style of pre-
sentinga scientific subject being admirably adapted for
popular appreciation. The principle of animal and ve-
getablt- rjrowlh
tinct to the mind of an anatomist—which wag bo fully
eliminated in the two preoeding lectures, was again ad-
verted to yesterday in bis comments upon otherbranches
ofhis subject, the lecturer showing that tk. esmail organic

• cells, which in a great measure make uptieentire struc-
ture of animals, are constantly multiplying by a pro-
cess of division, and appearing upon the surface of
the epidermis, or skin, and that the dandruff or
small, scale-like atoms thrown offfrom the surface Of the
Jtady, is, in fact, to man and the inferior animals what
casting or shedding the skin is to the snake—what is
done whole,in the one case, being effected piecemeal in
the other. Sr far as the gravity of his theme will admit,
3>r. Leidy enlivens these lectures with humor, and bis
Illustration?, by means of diagrams (of his own pre-
paring),and the various models upon histable, are cer-
tainly better adapted to instruct effectively than any
amount of more reading. In (focussing tho component
Hearts of the animal structure, and the mies to which some
of them are applied, the lecturer demonstrated, to the
no*small amusement ofhis auditors, that cslveg-foot jelly

is nothing more than a nice preparation of glue. In de-
thA iUU££l£J, the Doctor, with ap-

preciable facility, assumes the part ofa living mannikin,
exhibiting by the motion of his arm or hand the modus
pperandt of the part under discussion. The principles
of muscular action were presented with great clearness,
end, to afford an idea of the enormous strength of the
tendons, by which muscles are attached to the parts
they are designed to move, it was stated that sustaining
» one-pound weight in the outstretched hand required a
jyjwtr to ho exacted la ■what la called tho deltoid maacU
ofthe shoulder, equal to thirty pounds. Of course, an
increase of the weight supported requires a correspond-
ing expenditue of power. In bis next lecture itis his
purpose, vre believe, to trace the auimal aud vegetable
Ringdomß to their line of maattegijor, at least, as nearly
so as the light of science wiil admitafthe demonstration
pf this delicate and intricate problem:"
