- .fie it Resolved, by the Senate and House ofRspre-
senlatiVed of 'the Commonwealth ofPennsylvania, in
General Assembly met, That the following amend-
ments be proposed to the Constitution of the Common-
wealth, in accordance with' the previsions of the tenth
article thereof:

There shall be an additional section to the third
article of the Constitution, to be designated- as section
four, as follows:

" 'SECTION 4. Whenever any of the qualified electors
of this Commonwealthshall be in any actual military
