If & Visduot Is Rullt and an Easy Grade
Furnished It Will Cost Clty Upwards
of $150,000-0Other Businoss
Consldered by Councils.

Counclls wvirtually admitted last
night that the Linden Strect bridge is
somewhat of an elephant on thelr
hands, The bridge itselr (= all right, but
the West Side appronches are giving
them no end of trouble.

They were not ex-
pert workmen, he sald, and $2 per day
was us much a2 any of them were
worth. The dozen other tinners on the
bullding are paid $2.25 and $2.50, and
itre eatisfled with thelr pay, Mr. Mul-
len does not belleve the etrlke will
enread or that he will experlence any
diffieulty In getting men to fill the
strikers’ places,
