THE METZGAR CASE.

The Defence Deogins Their Side of the
Story.

Since the completion of the Windisch
murder trial interest has largely cen-
tered In the Metzgar trial. which is be-
ing tried before Judge Bennett, When
court began yesterday morning, Bow-
man, Metsgar's accomplice, was put
on tha stand and told the following
story

1 ha\re not talked with the attorneys
or other persons regarding this case,
Am 21 years old. Have known the de-
fendant, George Metagar, about twelve

. On being Instructed he sald he
would not testify to anything Incerim-
inating himself. About 8 a. m.,vn the
dny of the shooting, George ‘\{Mz;mr
and myself arrived In Plymouth.
Stayed there until noon. Came from
there to the bridge In Bouth Wilkes-
Barre. We separated. Met again at
2.30 in the afternoon. He asked me o
take a walk with him, “All right,” I
sald, and we started. Crossed Main
street at Kocher's bullding, We reached
the pile of ties about 3.40 In the after-
noon, where we played cards. Saw the
Amblans come along, and Metzgar
T’:l: “T wonder If they have any neck-
tlea™ Metzgar cnlled them over. He
phowed his necktie pins and sald
“What's the matter?"

.He pointed at the Arablan, who was
killed. ‘The latter sald: “No, John,
no." Metzgar sald, “Your money or
your life! Ae quick as he fired I ran
toward Wilkes-Barre. The living
Awablan ran toward me. Metzgar
turned and fired two or three times at
him, From the Old River road we
turned and took Blackman street to-
ward work house. We got home a few
minutes past 5. I didn't see Metzgar
until next Friday. He wanted me to go
away with him, but I told him I would
not go, After Metsgar fired the mhot,
I don't what he did, We were about
one yard or so apart. Melzgar wore a
dark suit, but I don't remember the
kind of hat.”

It now remains for us to reveal a
truth that as yet has been unspoken.
We shall put « man on the stand, a
friend of the dead man, who on that
day went to the scene and when the
man was lying down told him that the
man who did the shooting ran away.
Then again, when the murdered man's
friend was being taken away in the
patrol wegon, put into hils hand a
purse of money,

Air. Ward told of the actions of Bow-
man and Metzggar on that day. Meta-
gar will go on the stand and tell you
what he did on that day, a day that
will alwayr elond his Hfe. He will tell
you that it was Bowman flred the
retal shot and it was not until four
days' after that he knew he had wit-
nessedrthe death of a human being. He
went home that night a alept there,
and we will prove the cause of his
leaving town was not that of a mah
running away to escape the conse-
quences of a crime.

Christopher Metzgar, the father of
the defehdant testified that George was
born In Welssport, Carbon county, In
1877. George worked up till & couple
weeks befoare this murder. The eve-
ning of the shooting he had supper at
our house, This was about b o'clock.

He left shortly after 8 o'clock and
returned at 8 o'clock. George worked
for the Lehigh Valley Rallroad com-
pany, and stralned his back, and the
work was too heavy for him.

At this point court adjourned until
this morning, It Is thought that the
case will get to the jury today.

exlt. Warner made his escape from the
crowd and wandered about the streets
for two or three hours, when he was
arrested on Main street, nearly opposite
James' saloon, by Office Delaney.

The defendant was given a hearing
before 'Squire Powell and in default of
$1,000 bail was sent to jail. At the hear-
ing he showed the effects of hard fight-
Ing, a8 he bote several cuts and bruises
and his shirt and other clothing were
beameared with blood

Warner ia a printer by trade and
came here recently from the west. He
Is thity years of age and his father lives
at 389 North Maln street, this city. He
talked freely about the affair and sald
he told them that If they hit him he
would shoot, and did so. Morgan will
