At 12,15 Secretary of State W, H. Hin-
richsen, by virtue of his position as
chairman of the stute central commit-
tee, called the conventlon to order and
introduced s temporary chalrman
Alexander Hamilton Bell, of Carlinville,
He was glven a hearty reception and
spoke ot length.

In the course of his speech he predlet-

followed by another round of applause,
Altogether the demonstration of an-
tagonism to the president lasted for
gevernl moments, At a later part of the
address, when reference was made to
Govelrnor Altgeld, there was an enthusi-
astic burst of applause, a portion of the |
audience rlsing and waving hats and |
canes.

BIMETALLISM REJECTED.

The Wisconsin Democrats Adopt the
Gold Standnrd by n Large Yeotes

Milwaukee, Wis,, June 23 —The Bijou
Opera house was crowded to the doors
this morning, when the Democratic
state convention was called to order
and Thuomas F. Frawley, of Eau Clalire,
temporary chalrman, made his speech,
Mr. Frawley characterized the Re-
publican party as the foster mother of
trusts and the handmald of extrava-
gance, and charged that party with the
looting of the treasury by extrivagance
and corruption In Its billlon dollar con-
greas,

In his further remarks he sald the
Democracy of Wiseonsin shall not and
will not permit any repudiation »f the
nation's obligations, either in the way
of debnged currency or change of the
existing standard. The Democratle
party, he sald, belleves and Insists that
without an international agreement
this country cannot maintain the parity
of gold and sllver at a ratlo of 16 to 1.

Atter the convention had taken a re-
cess the free silver men to the number
of about sixty, held & caucus.

gold standard in the platform,

When the conventlon reassembled,two
reports from the committee on resolu-
tlons were presented, The majority re-
port Is as follows:

We, Tha Democrats of Wisconsin, In
state convention assembled, indorse the
wlse and patriotle administretion of Pres-
Ident Cleveland, We commend the course
in congress of our able senators, Will-

lab F, Vilas and John L, Mitchell, in their

fulthful udberence to tne principles of the
Democrats of Wizconsin,

We belleve that a tariff for revenue
only would extend American commeree 10
the uttermost parts of the earth and un-
trammelled Industry would advance our
country Lo the foremost place among ni-
tons, .

We are therefere firm in our adhercnce
to the doctrine enunclated by the last
national Democratie convention that chis
government should Impoge ne tarlf taxes
except for revenue,

We belleve that the demands of a com-
merce bullt upon the browd and enlight-
ened doctrine of free triade requires a cur-
rency that cannot be divcredited in uny
civilized country.

We hereby direct the delegates from
Wisconsin to the nation®l Democ¢rativ
convention, to be held in Chicago July 7
next, to vote as o unit on all subjects
and candidntes when and as a majority of
the delegation may direct.

The minority report was as follows:

The committee on resolutions by the un-
dersigned minority begs leave to report as
fallows:

Resolved, That we reaffirm the plat-
form of the last natlonal Democratle con.
vention and particularly upon the subject
of colnage, belleving that a alr interpre-
tation of the mame favors free, unlimited
colange of both silver and gold as logal
tenders money of the country.

Loud cries for Vilas filled the air and
& perfect pendemonium of applause
greeted the suggestion. The senator
took the platform In response to the
cheers which continued for some mo-
ments and made a stirring appeal for
the gold standard.

WORSE THAN HOLMES

Belgian Chief of Police Leads a Band ci
Criminals.

BETRAYED EY JEALCHS SUBORDINATE

Many Murders and Robberies and
Other Crimes lnnumerable Laid at
ilin Door=«Fourteen of the Gang ol
Criminals of Which He Was Leader
Are Now in Custiodys«llis Knowl=
edge of Matters the Roynl Family

YV nat o Keop Seeret May Help Him, |

Plttsburg, June 23,—A slory of re-|
markable interest concerning  erlme
committed In a forelgn capital 15 told |
in a letter from London printed in th'-l
News. It concerns the arrest of Cour-
tols, the chief of the Helgian police, at |
Yrussols, op the charge of being l!:n-!
ringleader of a gang of eriminals who |
appear to be regponsible for every rob-
bery and murder of any Importance that
has taken place In the dominions of
King Leopold during the last ten years,
Chief of Police Courtols Is a man of |
herculean stature and strength, bearing
a striking resemblance to ex-Inspector
Willlams, of New York clty, and enjoy-
ing & reputation similar to the latter for |
the use of fist and club In dealing with
disturbers of the peace. Indecd there
are no end of storles current at Brussels
concerning the vigor with which he|
&cted whenever called upon to suppress |
any populer outbreak, It was these
very tales concerning the feats of
strength which he displayed In dealing
with eriminals, and especlally with the
leaders of mobs, that served for so long
to divert sugplelon from himself, and he
might have escaped dlscovery alto-
gether had he not been gullty of a gross
plece of Injustive and brutality toward
& subordinate who swore tp get even
with him.

SUSPICION AROUSED.

Several little things had occurred to
ralse doubts in the mind of this ofMeer
A8 to the Integrity of his chief when the
shocking murder of the Baroness Herry,
& wealthy octogenarian who resided In
one of the suburbs of the Relglan capl-
tal, occurred a few weeks ago and
gpread terror and consternation on ev-
ery slde, The baroness was s0 promi-
nent a pergonage In soclely, so con-
spleuous a figure of the Belgian arlstoe-
racy, that her tragle death and the
burglary of her resldence monopoliged
for a time public attention and Interest,
all the more as It appeared Impossible
to obtaln any clew to the identity of
the perpetrateis of the corime, At
length, after the lapse of about a fort-
night, half a dogen rallrogd bonds that
had belonged to the murdercd haroness
were found in the possesgion of & broker
at Bruesels, who, In response to In-
quiries, declared that he had purchased
them from a tall, good looking man
who had given the name of Reval.

The police searched in every direction
for men answering the description giv-
en by the broker, and had given up the
job In despair, when suddenly the offl-
cer above mentioned got It Into his head
that the descriptlon answered that of
Courtols, Accordingly he secured a
photograph of the latter and showed ic
to the broker, It was a portrait In
which the chief appeared surrounded
by a group of Inspectors, and the very
moment that the broker sel eyes upon
it he unhesitatingly declared that the
vender of the atolen bonds and chlef of
Pollce Courtels were one and the same
person. Notwithstanding the fact that
this declaration on the part of the
broker was put Into the form of an affi-
davit, the authorities at first manifest-
ed the utmost reluctance to subject the
chief to the Indignity of an arrest, and
it was only when further Investigation
brought evidence that the murder of old
Baroness Herry was not the only crime
in which he had been Implicated that
they nroceeded to do their duty and
place him under lock and key.

AN ADEPT IN CRIME.

As soon as his capture had been af-
fected and selzure been made of his
pupers and correspondence, which
ghowed him to have long been a ring-
leader In crime, denunciations com-
menced to pour in upon the ministry of
the Interior, and the people, who had un-
til then been terrorized into sllence,
commenced to relate what they knew
about him. ecing that there was no
possibility of any escape for him, Cour-
tois, llke so muany of hls kind, com-
menced to reveal the naumea of his prin-
cipal confederates and associntes with
such satisfactory results that before
ten days had elapsed no less than four-
teen of the band were in the hands of the
authorities. By playing them off one
agalnst another the magistratea in-
trusted with the task of Investigating
the case brought to light he fact that
it was Courtols and his gang that had
murdered the rich English woman and
her two children whose bodles were
found floating in a canal on the morning
following the arrival in Brussels six
months ago and had likewise perpe-
trated the two successive robiberies of
of plate and jewels from the palace of
the Count of Flanders, who Is the broth-
er of King Leopold. It seems that
Courtols, who was the husband of one
of the attendants of the Countess of
Flanders, knew all about the arrange-
ments and organizations of this royal
establishment, especlally as regards the
strong boxes where the jewels and the
plate were kept, actually kept watch
while the robberies were In progress
so as to prevent the burglars from being
disturbed while engaged in thelr ne-
farlous task.

WILL NOT BE TRIED.

Yet In spite of these and a number of
other crimes that are now lald at the
door of Courtols there are but few
people who belleve that he will ever be
brought to justice, although there Is no
doubt but what his confederates will be
condemned to heavy sentences of penal
servitude, capital punishment being to
all intents and purposes abollshed In
Belgium.

This Immunity, which the peopleregard
as certaln to be conceded to him, Is at-
tributable not 80 much to his wealth,
which, thanks to his robberies, Is very
great, nor yet to the obligations under
which he has placed prominent political
and officlal personages  Indiscreet

| IEnored,

but Is due mainly to the part which he
played In hushing up the terrible scan-
dal In connection with the viclent death
of Prince Baldwim, heir presumptive to
the throne. The latter perished a few
vears ago much in the same mysterious
and terrible manner as his cousin,
Crown Prince Rudolph of Austria, a
lady belng, of course, Involved In the
case. For reasons which are obvious
the royal family of Belgium has nlways
been qplte anxlous to malntaln un-
ral=:d the vell of secrecy which con-
coals this ghastly skeléton of a royal
closit. Now Courtols knows everything
about the wmystery cof the Avenue
Louise. 1t is, therefore, extremely Im-
probable that he will ever be brought to
trial, Thig arch criminal, this perpe-
trator of many murders and countless
burglaries, will elther be quietly nssist-
ed into eternity unsentenced or else will
be Immured for the remainder of his
uays in o lunatie asylum,

Louls, for
you are not, T think, to be felicitated
upon the annoying campalgn ahead, nor
upon the severe trials which must suc-
eeced your election, 1 do, however, con-
gratulate you upon the splendid vote
of confildence you recelved from the con-
vention, which represents the absolute
thought of the Republican party of the
nation."

TRAGEDIAN'S CALL.

A call from Thomas W, Kean, the
tragedian, and Charles B. Hanford, his
manager, was the principal event of the
afternoon at Major McKinley's. They
spent half an hour together, the major
declaring it to be a delightful change
from the routine of visits by men who
wanted to and did talk politics all the
time they were with him,

Private Becrelary Boyle, who re-
turned from 8t. Louls last night, went
to work this morning upon the mall and
telegrams which had aecumulated since
the nomination, and with a force of as-
sistants expects to get repllies to more
than 8,000 senders within the week.
Then, after the formal notification next
Monday, work of the compalgn will be-
gin in earnest. The Repository, which
is popularly esteemed to be Major Mc-
Klinley's organ, this evening has the fol-
lowing paragraph, regarding the head-
quarters of the natlonai committee,
which may be significant:

“While the question of the location of
the natlonal headquarters has been un-
der discussion and Cleveland has made
a strong effort to secure them for the
Forest City, the impression does not
exist here that the custom of years past
will be changed and it is belleved that
the Republican national campalgn will
be directed by Chalrman Hanna from
New York as usual."”

Invitations have been extended to
Senators Bherman and Foraker, Gov-
ernor Bushnell and Congresaman C. H.
Grosvenor to visit Canton next Satur-
day and participate in the ratification
meeting arranged for that day. Mr.
Grosvenor has signfied his acceptance
of the invitation.

FISHERMAN MISSING.

Washington, June 23, —Nothing has
been heard here from or about Presl-
dent Cleveland and his fishing compan-
fons since they left Washington on the
lighthouse tender Violet, Bunday night.
Private Becretary Thurber sald he did
not know where the president was, but
presumed that he was anchored some-
where down the Potomac. It Is sug-
gested that the party found the Poto-
mac too muddy for river fishing and
elther proceeded down the Chesapeake
bay or tried xome of the Potomac tri-
butarles for bass,

There {8 another theory suggester by
the presence of Mr, Carlisle on board,
this being the first time he has accom-
panied the president on one of these ex-
cursions without the company of the
other cabinet officers that the presldent
and secretary of the treasury hay have
sought the seclusion which the Potomac
grants to prepare some additional finan-
cial dellverance prior to the meeting of
the Chicago convention, No confirma-
tion of this theory ls at hand.

questlons except as regards {ts Mani-
toba remedial legislation,
