Dr. Zertucha sayvs that Maceo Intendad
to attempt to cross the trochi on De-

ness from doing so. On the next day,

however, it was announced that he
would not march across the trocha

an insurgent force on the Havana siide
of the line. Two boats were according-

not be heard. At night Maceo and
twenty-six men embarked and passed
in front of the town of Muariel at the

rapldly promoted and were made con-
ductors then in n shorter time than it
tankes 1 man today to get a first class
job as brakeman.

The next morning at Hampton June-
tlon Maghran was asked by the agent
a8 to the whereabouts of one of his
coal cars, "You are short car go and
g0, snid the agent, giving the num-
ber, Maghran was dumbfounded, as
he knew it was In the traln, for he had
seen it and had checked the number
upon the bill.

The mystery was solved the next day,
The car was found where they had
broke in two at Water Gap partly
down the bank and nicely clearing the
track, The car had evidently got tired
of Its company, so off the track It went
and over the rall then down the bank,
Mearing the rest of the traln, No one
notleed it or detected Jts absence from
the traln.

In April, 1877, Conductor Maghran
in recognition of his past falthful ser-
vice wag promoted to the posgitlon of
passenger conductor on Train 528, run-
ning between Binghamton and Hobo-
ken, and has  been, within a few
months, twenty years on that run, a
longer time on one run, it I8 safe Lo
gsay, than any other conductor in this
country; and thls without an accident
to his train through any fault or mis-
management upon his part.
