Tin- - planter stinted for
the plantation, ami upon le.iihlug a
negio cabin lie was tired upon and
killed. There weie a dozen or moie
negio.s in the cabin and they bioke
and rim In all directions. The ov.'t-seei- .s

were illick! joined bv wh1t' cltl-yeu- s,

and It was not long befoie all the
negiocs weie attested, a single excep
tion being Pilncc Kdwaids, who. It Is
said, did the shooting. l'osL.s weie
iiulckly lnimed ami slatted on a hunt
lor the negro, but as el lune made
no I'm ther al rests.
