There is a likellhood of serlous trouble
arising unless a settlement is effected
soon. Committeees have walted on
Superintendent Phillips and received
the company's ultimatum, to the effect
that they will not discharge any of the
men now employed, but agree to take
back the strikers in other positionsg, and
reinstate them as firemen as the op-
portunities present themselves,

The unlon men want an eight-hour
shift and all of thelr firemen reinstated,
but the company inslsts upon rr.'tnln-
ing their present forces, About twenty-
five men are on strike, and this small
number is responsible for over 1,600 men
and boys being idle.

The matter was taken up by the dis-
trict board of the United Mine Workers
some time ago, but they were appar-
ently unable to effect a settlement, This
strike Is one of the alleged grievances
which the Shamokin convention incor-
porated in their recent demands,

AN ANALYSIS OF IMPORTS.

HE amuouncement of the treasury burenu of
statinties that the Dmportations of wonus

fucturers materinls have inercased fifiy-
seven  million  dollars  while the  to-
tal fwports of ull kinds were iucreasing
but  sixty-one  millions, has  awakened  dne
teresl in the details of these fmporiutions,

To supply the Information thus asked, the bu-
reau of statistics hus propared o statement dhow-
ing tho principal articles which Youke up the
cluss known e8 manufacturers materialy, and

vomparing the quantity imported in the prcwntf

flscal year with the same months of the preceding
year, This comparison by quantities I still more
wiriking than that which presented merely values,
for it shows & materlal deesease in the rosl of
the munufacturing material per unit of quantity
in mavy soses,

Raw cotton, sill, wool, fibres, lobacco, hides,
ribbur, wood, tin, copper and chemicals forio
the bulk of the importations of raw materinls
for use In manufacluring. In nearly all of theso
i comparison of Lthe quantities ind volues of the
importations of 1902 with those of preceding
Mears shows - that the loerease In quantity s
greater than the incresse in value, In raw oot
ton, for example, the quantity imported in the
eight months ending wilh February wus (8,004,
66T pounds wgainst 50,8%1,830 pounds in the cor-
responding months of last year; yet the value
in the past elght months was §7,406,582 agaiust
§4,544,081 in the elght months of last year. In
other words the quantity wmore than doubled
while the value increased but wbout 0b per eent,
Iuportations of Jodia rubber were, in the lust
cight months, 08,025,080 pounds uguinst 83,251,
7ol pounds in the same months ending with Vobe
