CITY DEMANDS
LICENSE MONEY

NOTICR SERVED ON COUNTY
TREASURER SORANTON.

He Is Still Holding the $170,000
Realiged from Liquor Licenses,
City Solleitor Watscn, City Treas-
urer Robinson and City Controller
Costello Made Formal Demand for

the Money Yesterday—If He Don't
Pay It Over Case Will BHe

Brought in Court,

At a conference held yesterday morn=-
ing between Recordet W, L, Connell
and the members of his cabinet, It Was
declded to make a formal demand on
County Treasurer J. A. Beranton for
the payment to the city at once of the
$170,000 lquor license money which he
owes the municipallity.

City Controiler P. W. Costello, City
Treasurer 1, J. Robinson and City Bo-
lleltor George M. Watson were ape
pointed as a committee to make the
demand and n conference with the
county treasurcr was arranged for yes-
terday afternoon,

All three of the city official® aboves
mentioned  explalned to Treasurer
Scranton that there are no funds In
the clty treasury at present and that
it Is nbsolutely easential that the lquor
lleenge money be pald over at once.
City Sollcitor Watson =ald that he s
convineed that the money must be
pald over, to the city at once, under
the law.

Treasurer Seranton eaid that his at-
torney, 8. B, Price, has informed him
that he hus the right to retain'the
money until September 1, but that be-
fore he cared to make a formal reply
to the city's demand, he desired to
consult further on the matter. He
would try to see Attorney Price today,
he sald, and would perhaps he able to
make a formal reply this afternoon.

WILL GO INTO COURT.

The county treasurer, through his
deputy, David Jones, Informed City
Solicitor Watson last week that he
propoged retaining possesslon of the
liquor llcense money until September 1,
Should he pergigt in maintaining this
posltion, the clty will go Into court to
compel the payment of the money be-
fore that time, and |8 prepared to take
the case to the Supreime court, if
necessary, so that the questlon may be
finally settled.

The county treasurer of Allegheny
county at first decided to hang onto
Lthis wyear's liguor license money until
September 1, and draw Interest on It
until that time, but he changed his
mind last week, when City Controller
Larkin, of Pitteburg, served formal
notice on him that the matter would be
taken into court If he dldn't pay over
the funds at once. He pald over the
money without a murmur when this
demand was served on him and when
he had looked carefully into the law
on the subject. This is taken as fave
orable to City Sollcitor Watson’'s con-
tention that the money must be pald
over at once,

Unless the funds are turned over
within a week, the city will be obliged
ta borrow money to meet its current
expenses and money borrowed under
such conditions can generally be ob-
talned only at six per cent. Interest.
There fsn't a cent in the treasury at
present and there are several thousand
dollars' wor., |of warrants outstand-
Ing. Controller 'IT.‘ostolla has announced
his Intentlon of refusing to counters-
gign any more warrants untll there is
money in the treasury to pay them.

WON'T GET THEIR PAY.

Blg pay rolls from the department
of publlc works are accordingly held
up and the policemen, firemen and all
city officials will have to go without
thelr salarles for May unless the liquor
license money is pald over,

The funds In County Treasurer
Beranton's hands are all that the clty
has in immediate sight, The tax du-
plicates won't be ready until August
1, and no taxes of any consequence
will be collected earlier than Septem-
ber or October. The amounts turned
il by delinquent tax collectors are in-
consequential and the money to be
reallzed from the peddlers and huck-
ster's license tax ordinance will be
only a drop in the bucket,
