FROM CALIFORNIA.
THE FIRE AT SACRAMENTO

Eight or ten thee were lostat the Sacramento
Ere. Sixteen hundred pulldings were burnt. The
wind wu blowing spin at the time, end the
lire spread with fearful tepidity. Every public'
building In the city, excepting the Court Homo,
was burnt. Threchuncfred and fifty buildings,
many ofbrick, were erected within nine days,
and hundreds of others were rapidly going up.

One accountstates thlit there were twenty re
hundred buildings burntat Bacremento, and that
the loss would not exceed fire millions.

The contributions from the towns and titles
in the vicinity Inadd of the sufferers ware liber-
al. San Pruett= alone matueribed $30,000.

Hope wan fora abort time entertained that
the lire would not arose ad street but the burn-
ing embers werecurie& Into all putt of the ci-
ty. When the Overton block became ignlted,all
hopes were at an end to sueseen a portion of
.the city. Buildingafter building wu blown up
to guytke prognsu of theBum* but to me. _

P lrebriokatore of Reynolds& Co. on J street,
NauseaFifth and Six th, proved this tomb of a
number of firemen belonging toEngine No: 8.
These infortsmatemen were congregated upon
the roof of the building when, by the' action a
the intense hut, the walls expanded, allowing
the root to tall bodily to the ground. The crash
isstated to have been trammftus: A hugs py-
ramid of smoke, iparks and firs went up front
the flaming mass, while the roof, crumbling .to
tragments as It fell, cradled and buried the un-
fortunate firemen in Itorains.

The flu, which ran up on every side to a
'Mewled of flame, set fire to the mast within
the walla. The spectacle la representedu having
bein,the most terrific ever seen in that city. We
bare net a fall list of the persons Wend by the
fire, bat we are authorised to stets that the se-
counts hithertoreceived of the loss of life, are
mach less than the actual number. Mr. George
Gammons, Assistant Freeman of Engine No. 8,
was thrown IraniAbe • mond story of a brick
building add serail, lojared,baKerae able to coo-
tie= his duty throughout the trying rune. The
hugs oak :in .1 street remained for hours like a
sentinel at his poet, but was subsequently envel-
oped in flames, and fell open,the adjacent build-
ings, crushing theta to pieces, and injuring a
number otpersons. The roaring and middies
of the flames, ss they leaped onward to their
course, sou terrific. The sound is described as
being like the noise of a tremendous waterfoll-
The fire burned from 11 o'clock at night until

In the morning, and during this eborrepace of
time; the devouring 'element was never moo
stayed in Its progreu oclll it had swept
