The opening up of mufti•
plied avenue, of trade and travel, will give
to the people of the West easy WOW to every
other oily likely to come to competition with us.
Those Other cities, withboth eyesopen tobast-
neer, will e'pare no pains or expense in magnify-
ing their min importance,-and holding out In-
ducements to both buyers and sellers. Underouch circumstances it will not do far Pittsburgh
men tosit down and expect buslnees to come to
them of Its own accord; business will go to those
plums whiCh seem to hold out the mint induce-
ments. ' Our merchants will have to go out into
the highways and byways, and, In a manner,
compel business to come in.

The public abroad
moat be en.lightened about our manufactures, of
arhat they consist, andtheir magnitude, as well
as the amount and varied character of our com-
merce, before we can expect that public to set
understandinglY, and give our city the prefer•
enoe to which she 11 entitled.. .
