The railed Stites reports that the Indepen-
dencnstrondcd, and was burnt on the besot: at
Margaretta Boy, In Lower California. She was
lost on the 16thof February, hoeing ran orlon,
on the shoals of Margoretta Land, where she
took fire end burnt. Fire hundred passengers
were on board, all of whom leaped Into the wa-
ter and tried to swim alins. Onehundred and
forty were loot. -

After stranding, the lodependeece booked
but finding8 foot of water in the hold, Captain
Sampson ordered -the pilot to run on the beach,
three hundred yards trom the land. There the
.chip. took fire, from the intense heat of thu fur-
nace. The flames spread rapidly, eresticg the
most frightful consternation among the passen-
gers. A henry surf wasranning, and all the boats
were swamped in trying to make thefleet trip
ashore. To add to the horrors of the scene, the
fire reached the powder magesine, which aspic...
ded with terrible force, shattering the steamer's
stem to pieces, and 'mattering the fragments
Ineeery direction. Many passengers were blown-
into the'sea; others jumped inand were immodi-
May carried elf by the strong current sweeping
from the shore. Many who had pretioaely reach-
id the shore, were unable to renter assistance,
'and wore obliged to remain passive spootaterL

One hundred men,womon and children perish-
rd by the fire, and the number loot is estimated

fat fro.'.one hundred' and fifty to two hundred.,
' The ship finally swung around to the beach,
where the cool took fire. -. . .. ... .

The vessel was totally destroyed. The part-

congers saved; found themselves on an uninitabi•
tad island, withbut water, where they remained
66 hours, in a state of intense suffering. Final-
ly, by the firing of evacuees, they were enabled
to attract the attention of some whaling vessels
lying InMogdolisfa Day, a few miles off, which
come to their assistance with provisions, and ft-
sally took them off.
