TILE DRCLARATION OF WAR.

LosDoN, 'March 28, 1854.

The transition from peace to war after an in-
terial- of nine and thiity years has at length
been completed. War was declare& last night.:through the usual medium of a menagefromthe Queen toboth Houses of Parliament.. .

'This message of course contained nothing butthe'formal ancro-uneement that all efforts at ne-
-tuitional!, haring-failed.it to necessary to
ploy the power and relourees of the nation to
repel the unproroked aggression of the Emperorof Enssia on his neighbor. The debate on thesubject will take place onFriday, the Matbat.,
and meanwhile the usual ' notifications to allparties interested will 613'r:undo in the LondonGuetto.

But the Ilona° of Lords- and Rouse of Com-
mons were greatly thronged upon the occasion,the erect having been expected. Two days pre-viously, the messenger had returned from StPetersburg with theanswer of the Czar, orratherhiarefusal to give an answer, to the final requi-sition of the allied Powers, for his inimediate
evacuation of the principalities. From that in-stant alt possibility of any newattempt to avert
the Impending struggle was necessarily dimin-'shed and the declaration of war was thereforelooked for as a formal ceremony.
