We showed that he hod been he-atified and canonized Co late as the year ISawthat the Sacred Congregationof Rites had exam-ined hie system of morality twenty times, andhad agreed, "with concordant voice,, with none-imou conseut, with one voice andwith man mind,"that it contained nothing to he censured. Weelsowed that an authoritative document, tentingfrom the Sacred Penitentiary in 18:31,:throreedChet the opinions professed in the Blerserl'Alfon-ao's Moral Theology might with safety be follow-ed and professed, on the ground that the HolyApostolic Soo had declared that it found nothingin Lis works worthy of censures end that the,Cardinal Archbikhop of Besancon had required 'his clergy to adhere to the judgment of Rome, •by following and reducing to practice the,opin-ions of the Blessed Alpheus° do' Liguori, alldoubt whatever beingthrown aside.
